Centre’s U-turn on 9
UPSC lateral entry Nation can’t wait: SC

New Delhi, August 20: The
Centre Tuesday asked the Union
Public Service Commission
(UPSC) to cancel the latest lateral
entry recruitment, amid a row
over reservation in the adver-
tised posts.

Union Minister of State for
Personnel Jitendra Singh wrote
to UPSC Chairman Preeti Sudan
and asked her to cancel the ad-
vertisement so that marginalised
communities get their rightful
representation in government
services.

Later, the Union Public Service
Commission (UPSC) cancelled
the advertisement.

The UPSC had August 17 is-
sued a notification for recruiting
45 joint secretaries, directors
and deputy secretaries through
lateral entry -- referred to as ap-
pointment of specialists (in-
cluding those from the private
sector) in government depart-
ments.

The decision had ignited crit-
icism from the Opposition par-
ties, which claimed it under-
mined the reservation rights of
0OBCs, SCs and STs.

In the letter; Singh said that for
Prime Minister Narendra Modi,
reservation in public employ-

ment is a cornerstone of “our so-
cial justice framework”, aimed
at addressing historical injus-
tices and promoting inclusivity.

“Since these positions have
been treated as specialised and
designated as single-cadre posts,
there has been no provision for
reservation in these appoint-
ments. This aspect needs to be re-
viewed and reformed in the con-
text of the Hon'ble Prime
Minister's focus on ensuring so-
cial justice,” he said.

“I urge the UPSC to cancel
the advertisement for lateral
entry recruitment issued on
17.8.2024,” he added.

Singh said this step would be
asignificant advance in the pur-
suit of social justice and em-
powerment.

“It is well known that, as a
principle, lateral entry was
endorsed by the Second
Administrative Reforms
Commission which was con-
stituted in 2005, chaired by
Shri Veerappa Moily. The rec-
ommendations of the Sixth
Pay Commission in 2013 were
also in the same direction," he
said.

However, both before and after
that there have been many high-
profile cases of lateral entrants,
he said. P7
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New Delhi, August 20:
Expressing concern over the
lack of workplace safety in

Terming the incident as “hor-
rific”, the bench, also compris-
ing Justices J B Pardiwala and
Manoj Misra, excoriated the
West Bengal government over
the delay in filing the FIR and al-
lowing thousands of miscreants
to vandalise the state-run facil-
ity It also asked the West Bengal
government to not unleash the
“power of the State” on peaceful

protesters and to deal with them
with “great sensitivity in this
moment of national catharsis”.

The 10-member task force
headed by Vice Admiral Arti
Sarin has been asked to submit
its interim report within three
weeks. The Supreme Court,
which directed the Central
Bureau of Investigation (CBI)
to submit a status report on the
progress made in its investiga-
tion into the killing, also asked
the state government to submit
a report on the action it has
taken against the vandals.

The court also expressed its
deep concern over the name of
the victim, her photographs and
video clips showing her lifeless
body having been splashed all
over the media.

King Charles III coins with British bees released

London, August 20: The first
one pound coins featuring King
Charles III with a design incor-
porating British bees have gone
into circulation in the UK from
Tuesday, with a total of 2.975
million coins making their way
into tills via Post Offices and
banks around the country.
According to the Royal Mint,
the tribute to British bees is one
of eight new designs that will ap-
pear on the country's coins - in
one pence to two pound denom-
inations. They feature animals
such as the Hazel Dormouse,
Puffin, and the Atlantic Salmon
as all species which are in active
conservation programmes, re-
flecting the 75-year-old monarch's

environmental concerns.

“The Royal Mint has made
the circulating coinage of each
of Britain's monarchs since
Alfred the Great and it is an ho-
nour to reveal that King Charles
III's one-pound coin is now in
circulation,” said Rebecca
Morgan, Director of
Commemorative Coin at the
Royal Mint.

The design symbolises the
over 250 species of bees which
exist in Britain such as bum-
blebees, mason bees and min-
ing bees.

First revealed in October last
year, the Mint said the new de-
signs highlight King Charles'
passion for conservation with
the number indicating the value
of each coin also enlarged to

help children understand the
value of money.

Unifying the new coins is a
unique repeating pattern fea-

turing three interlocking C's,
taking its inspiration from his-
tory and the cypher of Charles
II. Meanwhile, the flora and

fauna on the coins look to the fu-
ture and the importance of the
natural world.

Following the reveal of the
designs, production of the coins
began with several million struck
by the Royal Mint in South Wales.
The Atlantic Salmon 50 pence
was the first of the eight designs
to enter circulation at the end of
2023.

In a poll hosted by the Royal
Mint, the 1-pound coin was
crowned as the favourite among
all eight-coin designs, with the
2-pence depicting the Red
Squirrel following closely in sec-
ond place. Close to 3,000 people
cast their votes to crown their
favourite design, with the one-
pound coming out on top with
nearly 30 per cent of the votes.

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Malnutrition strikes again

Jajpur, August 20: The death
of 19 children in July 2016 due
to malnutrition in the three
Nagada villages in this district
had grabbed international at-
tention. However, it seems that
neither the district adminis-
tration nor the state govern-
ment has learnt from that
tragedy. Eight years on hunger
and malnutrition continue to
plague other areas.

Sources informed here
Tuesday that 10 cases of mal-
nutrition have been reported
from villages adjacent to Nagada.
Six cases including two who are
suffering from acute malnutri-
tion, have been reported from
Tumuni village which is to the
left of Nagada. Four more cases
of acute malnutrition have been
reported from Taladiha village
which is to the right of Nagada.
In all the 10 cases, those affected
are kids.

Chief district medical officer

Couple attempts
to die by suicide

Kesinga: A young couple
attempted to die by suicide
Tuesday by jumping before a
goods train after both families
objected to their relationship in
this locality of Kalahandi district.
The girl, who was a minor, died
on the spot after being run over
by the train. However, the youth
survived and was initially taken
to the Titilagarh Hospital with

¥serious injuries. The injured

/youth has been identified as
Ghanashyam Bag, 20, a resident
of Binekela village under Kesinga
police limits. As his condition
deteriorated, he was shifted to
Bhima Bhoi Medical College and
Hospital in Bolangir later in the
day. Amputation of one of the
legs of the survivor was carried
out by the doctors in the evening.
In his statement before the
police Ghanashyam blamed his
family for the tragedy. He stated
that his family was opposing to
their relationship. Meanwhile
police recovered the body of the
girl and sent it for post-mortem.
An investigation has been
initiated on the basis of the
complaint filed by the loco-pilot
of the goods train.
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them for treatment in a nutrition
rehabilitation centre. He also
asked him to rush a medical
team to the villages, Tuesday.

However, no medical team vis-
ited these two villages when re-
ports last came. A six-member
team only visited Nagada and
returned. They avoided visiting
Tumuni and Taladiha as there are
no pucca roads to the villages. The
members of the team refused to
walk through forests, fearing at-
tacks by wild animals.

Lack of connectivity to many
villages in this district is one of
the main causes of malnutri-
tion among kids, locals pointed
out. Both children and adults
have always been deprived of
proper food and treatment fa-
cilities as they stay in remote
areas. Despite the presence of
many prominent industries in
Kalinaganagar, Sukinda,
Danagadi and Dharmasala of
this district, the poverty which
exists in many villages is a huge
cause of worry.

Locals pointed out that a num-
ber of mining units and com-
panies earn revenue in crores by
using forest, land and water in
the district but they do not come
to aid of those suffering from

in two Jajpur villages

hunger and malnutrion and
other diseases.

The death of the 19 kids due to
malnutrition was sort of an eye-
opener. The Odisha government
constructed a road through the
hills to the Nagada villages spend-
ing over %13 crore. The state gov-
ernment also ensured education,
healthcare, power supply, drink-
ing water facilities and distri-
bution of essentials through
public distribution system to
Nagada villages.

However, no road has been
constructed to connect Tumuni
village which is about 2.7km
from Nagada. It is inhabited by
25 tribal families who eke out
their living by collecting wild
fruits, herbs and honey from the
jungle and selling those in the
weekly market. With the money
they earn, they use it to buy
kerosene and other rations.
However, on many occasions,
the money is not enough for
them to meet their daily re-
quirements.

Tumuni village is located in
such a remote area that a vil-
lager wishing to buy salt, leaves
home in the morning and re-
turns only the next day. As the
area is forested, there is always
the chance of animal attacks.
A number of residents of
Tumuni village have lost their
lives to bear attacks in the past.
The village does not have elec-
tricity. The situation in Taladiha
village is similar to that of
Tumuni. Here also road con-
nectivity is an issue.

When contacted, Moharana
said that every Thursday a med-
ical team is visiting the two vil-
lages. However, the residents of
the two villages are not ready to
follow the advice given to them
due to which they suffer from
malnutrition, he added.

Five of family critical as car hits
illegally parked truck on NH-49

five persons, including a two-
year-old girl were injured when
the car they were travelling in
hit a truck illegally parked on
National Highway-49 near
Dangapani village under Sadar
police limits in Keonjhar dis-
trict, Tuesday morning.

Locals fear to travel on the
route due to occurrence of fre-
quent accidents. Dipti
Mahakud's husband is work-
ing in a mining company in
Suakati area of Keonjhar dis-

trict and lives in Keonjhar city
with his family. After the acci-
dent, traffic was stopped on the
road for several hours.

The police have impounded
both the vehicles and started
investigating the incident.
Notably, frequent accidents are
taking place on the route due
to illegal parking on National
Highway-49 from Anjar to
Suakati under Sadar police lim-
its. The road become narrow and
unsafe to travel as trucks are
illegally parked on the highway
for hours together.

The illegal parking of trucks
also leads to traffic jam on the
highway and the emergency ve-
hicles often get stranded on the
road for hours together. Since
the area is considered as an
elephant corridor, the forest
department has put up an in-
formation board to prevent ve-
hicles from parking but driv-
ers continue to park their trucks
on the highway.

As a result, elephants and
other animals face difficulties in
crossing the highway to visit
the jungles on the opposite of
the road.

The election is seen as a referendum on his
economic reforms, which have not affected many people despite im-

The West’s approach to
speech assumes that free and
fair competition in the “mar-
ketplace of ideas” will ensure
that truth triumphs over lies.
But we now know that this is
wrong. Something similar to
Gresham’s Law, which says that
bad money drives good money
out of circulation, can be ap-
plied to information: “flooding
the zone with shit,” as Trump’s
former chief strategist Steve
Bannon put it, fuels distrust
and makes it harder to distin-
guish fact from falsehood.

Some believe that truth is
now fragmented beyond repair.
But many countries have
strengthened institutions that
are designed to seek the best
available truths, and on which
societies and economies often de-
pend. Finance laws penalise
falsehood and deception in ac-
counts and public statements.
Courts use sophisticated foren-
sic tools such as DNA to make

the law. Many governments in
Europe and elsewhere have
strong consumer-protection laws
that prohibit misleading and
false claims in advertising and
marketing. The same principle
should be applied to all political
communications —a move that
Australia is contemplating along-
side a raft of other measures
to bolster democratic resilience
—and eventually to any type of
mass communication.
Knowingly spreading lies should
have consequences — primarily
financial, but perhaps including
bans from holding public office
or working in media.

The justice system has occa-
sionally been used to penalise
media organisations for spread-
ing misinformation. For ex-
ample, Dominion Voting
Systems’ defamation case
against Fox News for airing
conspiracies about its voting
machines “rigging” the 2020 US
presidential election against

powerful information providers
to become purveyors of truth.
In July, the European
Commission released its pre-
liminary finding that Musk’s
X deceives users by letting any-
one pay for a verified account,
and was therefore in breach of
the Digital Services Act.

“All people here are de-
manding justice because a Dalit
man has been killed. His entire
family has been threatened, one
person has been killed but no
action is being taken here...,”
Gandhi told reporters at
Bhuvalpur Sisni village.

Gandhi, the Leader of
Opposition in the Lok Sabha, is
the Member of Parliament from
Raebareli constituency.

“The SP (superintendent of
police) here is not taking action
against the mastermind, he is ar-
resting small people.

The victim, Arjun Pasi, was
shot dead August 11 allegedly
after an altercation with some
locals.

Thiruvananthapuram, August
20: In the wake of protests by
healthcare professionals against
the rape and murder of a resident
doctor at a hospital in Kolkata,
the Kerala government has or-
dered a space audit to ensure
safety of the employees in med-
ical colleges in the state.

State Health Minister Veena
George has directed the Director
of Medical Education to carry out
the audit, the government said
in a statement Tuesday.

The direction was issued by the
minister in a high-level meet-
ing of medical colleges called
by her, the statement said.

The conduct of the space au-
dits has to be ensured at the in-
stitution-level by the principals
and at the state-level by the
Director of Medical Education,
it said.

The additional measures or-
dered by the minister to ensure
safety in medical colleges in
Kerala, include organising mock
drills, installing public address
systems, CCTVs and alarms,
using walkie talkies, intensify-
ing security monitoring and not
allowing unauthorised persons
to stay inside the hospitals at
night, the statement said.

Besides these, George also or-
dered that safety of women em-
ployees returning to the hostel
after duty at night should be en-
sured and implementing a plan
in collaboration with the dis-
trict administration to protect the
staff and hospital visitors from
the attacks of stray dogs.

The minister also directed
that all medical colleges should
implement the Code Gray pro-
tocol -- which is used if some-
one, including a patient, is
being aggressive, abusive, vi-
olent or displaying threaten-
ing behaviour.

The minister said that all med-
ical colleges are conducting se-
curity, fire, electrical and lift au-
dits to ensure safety of employees
and patients.

George, according to the state-
ment, said that many hospitals
were doing exemplary work in
ensuring safety on the basis of
the audits.

Apart from that, places like
the duty rooms, examination
rooms, restrooms, etc are also
checked as part of ensuring
safety, she said in the meeting.

All non-emergency medical
services, including OPD, were
affected in various hospitals
and medical colleges across
Kerala on August 17 as doc-
tors and nurses protested
against the rape and murder of
aresident doctor at a hospital
in Kolkata.

The doctor, whose body was
found August 9, was allegedly
raped and murdered while on
duty.

A civic volunteer was arrested
the following day in connection
with the crime.

The Calcutta High Court
Tuesday had ordered the CBI to
probe the crime.

to his mother. She said her
younger son cuts hair.

Thiruvananthapuram, August
20: The Justice Hema Committee
report, which exposed the shock-
ing harassment and sexual ex-
ploitation faced by women in
the Malayalam film industry,
sparked a political storm in
Kerala Tuesday.

While the Opposition parties
criticised the Left government
for its silence and inaction over
the past four years, despite re-
ceiving the report, the govern-
ment affirmed its support for the
victims.

The Congress-led UDF ques-
tioned whether the government
had kept the report confiden-
tial to shield the accused and al-
leged the Pinarayi Vijayan gov-
ernment was siding with the
‘hunters’ rather than the hap-
less victims.

Coming down heavily on the
government and Cultural Affairs
Minister Saji Cheriyan, the BJP
charged they had failed to take
any legal action against the ac-
cused despite receiving infor-
mation about the crimes com-
mitted by them.

However, the government re-
jected the charges and made it
clear that they had already
started measures to implement
the recommendations and sug-
gestions made by the Committee.

“The government is always
with the victims...and with the
women community,” Saji
Cheriyan told reporters here.

Stating that no particular
name has been heard in con-
nection with the report, the min-
ister said it was the High Court
and the Information Commission
that had decided which portions
were to be released.

Cheriyan said the government

would discuss all aspects of the
report and would take further ac-
tion in the necessary areas.

“It was Justice Hema who
had first said that the report
should not have been published
because of its confidential na-
ture,” the minister said, adding
that a proposed cinema con-
clave, to be organised by the
government, would discuss all
these issues.

However, the minister’s reply
didn’t go down well with the
Opposition Congress and BJP,
which raised suspicions about
whether the government had
kept the report confidential so far
to protect the accused.

Leader of Opposition in the
Assembly VD Satheesan alleged
the government was trying to
protect the privacy of the ac-
cused and asked the authorities
to register a case based on the
Hema Committee report.

“Sexual exploitation, includ-
ing assaults under the POCSO
Act, had happened. Still, the
Cultural Affairs Minister is say-
ing that a film conclave will be

held to discuss the issues,”
Satheesan told reporters in
Chempazhanthy near here.

Senior BJP leader and former
union minister V Muraleedharan
attacked Cheriyan and said the
cultural affairs minister had
also become part of the crime by
not taking any action over the re-
port so far.

When reporters sought his re-
action, actor-turned-politician
and Transport Minister KB
Ganesh Kumar said he didn’t
read the report but was sure the
government would take neces-
sary action in this regard.

“No one in the film industry
has complained to me so far. If
anyone comes to me with such
an issue, I would have raised
my voice for them,” he said.

In the meeting, it was also de-
cided to restructure all existing
loans taken for agricultural and

soon as possible, provide unse-
cured consumption loans of up
to Rs 25,000 for immediate re-
lief that can be repaid in 30
months and suspend all the re-
covery procedures in the disas-
ter-hit areas for the time being,
the CM said.

Besides that, it was also de-
cided that financial assistance

India, Malaysia
ink key pacts

In the meantime,
the accused got an opportunity
to destroy the evidence that could
be used against them.

INVESTIGATIONS

The initial investigation was
conducted by the Ajmer District
Police, and was later overseen
by senior IPS officer N.K. Patni.
The harassment and threats as-
sociated with this case led several
individuals, including the owner
and manager of the photolab, to
commit suicide. Tragically, sev-
eral of the girls involved in the case
also took their own lives. Despite
decades of efforts to secure jus-
tice for over 100 victims, the case
has seen numerous setbacks, with
many of the accused being ac-
quitted or released on bail.

The case has been heard in
various courts, including the
High Court, Supreme Court, Fast
Track Court, and now the POCSO

Junior doctors at government
hospitals in several states across
the country remained off duty
disrupting OPD and elective
services as major doctors'
associationsTuesday decided
against calling off their
indefinite strike over the al-
leged rape and murder of a
medic in Kolkata.

The protest continued even as
the Supreme Court intervened
in the matter and constituted a
10-member National Task Force
(NTF) to formulate a protocol for
ensuring the safety and secu-
rity of doctors and other health-
care professionals.

The apex court also requested
the protesting doctors to end
the strike, saying abstention
from the work of doctors affects
those segments of the society
that are in need of medical care.

In West Bengal, the epicentre
of the protests, healthcare serv-
ices were severely affected at
state-run hospitals as the
ceasework agitation by junior
doctors entered the 12th day
Tuesday.

Long queues of patients were
seen at several hospitals in the
state where senior doctors and
assistant professors attended
them at OPDs.

In the national capital, within
hours of calling it off, central gov-
ernment-run RML Hospital said

it will continue with its strike in
solidarity with other resident
doctors' associations (RDAS),
which have been agitating for
more than a week demanding a
central law on doctors' safety.

On the ninth day of the na-
tionwide strike, both the
Federation of Resident Doctors'
Associations (FORDA) and the
Federation of All India Medical
Association (FAIMA) announced
that they would continue their
strike until the Health Ministry
takes concrete action on the
issue of Clinical Practice
Allowance (CPA).

The association has decided
to continue the strike after thor-
ough discussions with the stake-
holders until the Health Ministry
takes concrete action on the
issue of Clinical Practice
Allowance (CPA), the statement
said. The strike will persist, with
OPD and elective operating the-
atres remaining closed.

The association emphasized
that it is "now or never" and an-
nounced plans to pursue jus-

Seven die in Tripura landslides

New Delhi, August 20: Security
agencies searched over 100 hos-
pitals and malls in the national
capital after they received bomb
threat emails Tuesday.

However, it turned out tobe a
hoax as nothing suspicious was
found, officials said.

There have been similar bomb
scares in recent months including
May 1 when threatening emails

were received by around 150
schools in the Delhi-NCR region.

According to officials, AIIMS,
Safdarjung, Sir Ganga Ram,
Apollo and Fortis hospitals were
among more than 50 health fa-
cilities that received the same
threat email Tuesday.

An official said that over 50
malls, including Chanakya Mall,
Saket Select City Walk Mall,
Ambience Mall and DLF Mall
in south Delhi, also received the

mail with similar content.

The local police along with the
Bomb Detection Teams (BDT),
Bomb Detection Squads (BDS)
and other authorities conducted

thorough checks on the premises
of these establishments, ensur-
ing that there was no panic
among people.

According to preliminary in-
vestigation, it seems that the
sender of mails to hospitals and
malls was the same person as
the content of the threat was
similar.

Another official said that a
case will be registered in con-
nection with the threat and the

Delhi Police's anti-terror unit
Special Cell is likely to launch an
investigation.

Giving details about the threat
to health facilities, a Delhi Fire
Services official said that on
Tuesday, a call was received at
1.04 pm from a hospital in
Nangloi and another from
Primus Hospital at 1.07 pm in cen-
tral Delhi's Chanakyapuri, in-
forming that they had received
bomb threats.

SC sets aside Cal HC verdict on advice to adolescent girls

New Delhi, August 20: The
Supreme Court Tuesday set
aside a Calcutta High Court
order that acquitted an accused
in a sexual-assault case and
made “objectionable” remarks
advising adolescent girls to
“control sexual urges”, saying
these observations are “shock-
ing” and perverse.

Restoring the conviction of
the accused for rape and sexual
assault under the Protection of
Children from Sexual Offences
(POCSO) Act, a bench of
Justices Abhay S Oka and Ujjal
Bhuyan said his sentence will,
however, depend on the report
of a expert committee to be
constituted by the West Bengal

_| government for interacting with

the victim, who is now mar-

ried to the accused and residing
with him with her minor
daughter.

Deprecating the high court's
verdict, the bench said a judge
has to decide a case and not
preach and his or her personal
opinion cannot be made a part
of a judgment.

“The high court went to the
extent of observing that the
case of criminalisation of aro-
mantic relationship between
two adolescents of opposite sex
should be best left to the wisdom
of the judiciary. The courts
must follow and implement the
law. The courts cannot commit
violence against the law,” the
bench said. Observing that
brevity is the hallmark of a
quality judgment, it said a ver-

dict must be in simple language
and should not be verbose and
it must be remembered that an
order is neither a thesis nor a
piece of literature.

The top court said it is the re-
sponsibility of the State to take
care of the helpless victims of

such heinous offences and time
and again, the court has held
that the right to live a digni-
fied life is an integral part of the
fundamental right guaranteed
under Article 21 of the
Constitution. The child, who
is the victim of offences under

the POCSO Act, is also de-
prived of the fundamental right
to live a dignified and healthy
life, the bench said and added
that immediately after the
knowledge of the commission
of a heinous offence under the
Act, the State, its agencies and
instrumentalities must step
in and render all possible aid

to the victim.

The bench added that even a
child born to such a victim
needs to be taken care of in a
similar manner by the State.

“Sadly, in the present case,
there is a complete failure of
the state machinery. Nobody
came to rescue the victim of the
offence, and thus, for her
survival, no option was left to her
but to seek shelter with the ac-
cused,” the bench said.

It further said “the impor-
tance of rehabilitation of the
victims of offences under the
POCSO Act, which is a manda-
tory requirement of law, is being
overlooked by all stakeholders.
Perhaps, at levels, there is a

Massive protests erupt in Badlapur

Mumbai, August 20: Thousands
of protesters Tuesday blocked
railway tracks at Badlapur sta-
tion in Thane district and
stormed a local school building
after the alleged sexual assault
of two four-year-old girls by the
school sweeper in the washroom.

Police cane-charged the pro-
testers, who occupied the railway
tracks, pelting stones at police-
men. Hundreds of protesters,
many of them angry parents,
vandalised the school building
to express their disgust over the
sexual assault.

Maharashtra Deputy Chief
Minister Devendra Fadnavis
said he has ordered the forma-
tion of a special investigation
team headed by senior IPS offi-
cer Arti Singh.

Chief Minister Eknath Shinde
said action will be taken against
the school, adding that the case
will be fast-tracked and the guilty
won't be spared.

At Badlapur station, incensed
protestors were seen shouting
“hai, hai” slogans against the
police officials and demanded
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death penalty for the sweeper
allegedly involved in the assault.

Maharashtra School Education
Minister Deepak Kesarkar said
“Vishakha committees' will be
formed in schools, which will
also face action if CCTV cameras
installed on their premises are
found to be non-functional.

The panels will provide a plat-
form for raising grievances of girl
students, especially those in
standards 9th, 10th and junior col-
lege, the minister said.

A notice has been issued to
the Badlapur school, and its prin-
cipal, a few teachers and two as-
sistants have been suspended,
Kesarkar said.

The protest at Badlapur rail-
way station in Thane district
continued throughout the day
as the crowd, including several
women, refused to heed pleas of
officials to allow the passage of
trains.

State minister Girish Mahajan
tried to pacify the protesters in
the afternoon who raised slo-
gans seeking justice for the vic-
tims and capital punishment for
the arrested accused.

BJP MLA from the Murbad
assembly constituency in Thane
district, Kisan Kathore, alleged
the protest at Badlapur railway
station was politically motivated,

New Delhi, August 20: The
Delhi government has directed
three of its hospitals to set up iso-
lation rooms for management
of suspected and confirmed cases
of Mpox, officials said Tuesday,
even as they stressed that there
were no patients detected here
till now.

The World Health
Organization (WHO) has de-
clared Mpox a Public Health
Emergency of International
Concern (PHEIC) in view of its
prevalence and spread across
many parts of Africa.

"Three Delhi government hos- -

pitals -- LNJP, GTB and Baba
Saheb Ambedkar -- have been
directed to set up isolation rooms
for suspected and confirmed
cases of the disease. While LNJP
has been designated as the nodal
facility, two other hospitals are
on standby," a senior health de-
partment official told PTI. The
Lok Nayak Jai Prakash (LNJP)
Hospital will have a total of 20
isolation rooms for the patients,
including 10 for confirmed cases.

The Guru Teg Bahadur (GTB)
Hospital and Baba Saheb
Ambedkar will have 10 rooms
each for such patients, with five
rooms each for suspected cases.
However, the official said that
there was no need to panic and
the government is fully prepared.
"There are no cases as of now. We
are fully alert and monitoring the
situation," he added.

An earlier statement from
the WHO stated that 99,176 cases
and 208 deaths had been reported
due to Mpox from 116 countries
globally since 2022. Mpox cases
have been steadily increasing
in the Democratic Republic of
Congo.

Mpox, a viral infection that
causes pus-filled lesions and flu-
like symptoms, is usually mild
but can Kkill.

The clade 1b variety has caused
global concern because it seems
to spread more easily though
routine close contact.

A case of the variant was con-
firmed last week in Sweden and
linked to a growing outbreak
in Africa, the first sign of its
spread outside the continent.
The WHO declared the recent
outbreak of the disease a pub-

lic health emergency of inter-
national concern after the new
variant was identified.

Kluge said that the focus on the
new clade 1 strain will also help
in the fight against the less se-
vere clade 2 variety that has
spreading globally since 2022,
allowing Europe to improve its
response through better health
advice and surveillance.

About 100 new cases of the
clade 2 mpox strain are now
being reported in the European
region every month, added Kluge.

Mpox transmits through close
physical contact, including sex-
ual contact, but unlike previous
global pandemics such as Covid-
19 there is no evidence it spreads
easily through the air.

Health authorities need to be
on alert and flexible in case there
are new, more transmissible
clades or ones that change their
transmission route, but there
are no recommendations for peo-
ple to wear masks, said WHO
spokesperson Tarik Jasarevic.

Russia hits energy infrastructure in Ukraine

Kyiv, August 20: Russia hit en-
ergy infrastructure in northern
Ukraine in an overnight mis-
sile and drone attack and caused
a huge fire in the west of the
country, resulting in an increase
in chlorine levels in the air,
Ukrainian officials said Tuesday.

Ukrainian forces shot down
three ballistic missiles and 25
of the 26 drones launched in the
attack on nine regions across
the country, Ukraine’s air force
commander said.

Regional officials in the north-
eastern Sumy region bordering
Russia said an energy facility
was hit, causing blackouts for 72
settlements and more than 18,500
consumers.

Energy workers rushed to re-

pair the damage, the regional
administration said on the
Telegram messaging app.

Ukrainian energy facilities
have come under nearly daily
bombardment over the past six
months as the war grinds on fol-
lowing Russia’s full-scale inva-
sion in February 2022.

Ukraine buys electricity from

its neighbours in the European
Union but not enough to make
up the deficit. Power cuts are
regularly announced during
peak evening consumption hours.

An industrial facility was at-
tacked in the western region of
Ternopil during the latest bom-
bardments, and a fuel reservoir
was hit, officials said.

Taliban dismisses men without beards from security forces

TALIBAN’S MORALITY MINISTRY HAS DETAINED MORE THAN 13,000 PEOPLE IN AFGHANISTAN FOR ‘IMMORAL ACTS’ IN THE PAST YEAR

Kabul, August 20: The Taliban’s
morality ministry has dismissed
more than 280 members of the
security force for failure to grow
abeard and have detained more
than 13,000 people in Afghanistan
for “immoral acts” in the past
year, officials said Tuesday.
The Ministry for the
Prevention of Vice and
Propagation of Virtue said in
its annual operations update
that around half of those de-
tained had been let go after 24
hours. It did not break down the
type of the alleged offences or
gender of the detainees.
Mohibullah Mokhlis, Director
of Planning and Legislation at
the ministry, told a press con-

ference officials had destroyed
21,328 musical instruments in
the past year and prevented thou-
sands of computer operators
from selling “immoral and un-
ethical” films in markets.

It had identified 281 secu-
rity force members for not
having a beard and they had
been dismissed, he said, in
line with their interpretation
of Islamic law.

The morality ministry, which
took over the disbanded women’s
ministry premises in Kabul after
the Taliban took over in 2021,
has been criticised by human
rights organisations and the
United Nations for restrictions
on women and inhibiting free-
dom of expression.

The United Nations’ mission

to Afghanistan has reported
cases of morality ministry offi-
cials stopping and detaining

women, at times for a few hours,
for not meeting their interpre-
tation of Islamic dress.

The Taliban has called the al-
legations of detentions “base-
less” and say the rules apply
their interpretation of Islamic
law and Afghan customs.

The morality ministry did
not provide figures in rela-
tion to policing of women’s
attire or their travel without
a male guardian, which au-
thorities have also barred for
longer distances. It said that
anew plan was being worked
on to ensure its Islamic dress
rules were followed, overseen
by the supreme spiritual leader
who is based in the southern
city of Kandahar.

“Based on the guidance of

the Supreme Leader, the draft
plan for observing women’s
hijab (Islamic dress) has been

formulated and approved,”
Mokhlis said.

The morality ministry has
previously said that women
should cover their faces or
wear an all-enveloping burqga
and that enforcement would
involve “encouragement” with
women’s male family mem-
bers being targeted rather than
women directly.

New Delhi, August 20: Food
regulator FSSAT has given four
more months till December-end
to food business operators to ex-
haust all pre-printed packaging
materials claiming ‘100 per cent
fruit juices’ in their packaged
juice products.

The decision to extend the
current deadline of August 31 has
been taken following consulta-
tions with stakeholders.

In June, FSSAI had asked food
business operators (FBOs) to
immediately remove claims of
100 per cent fruit juices in ad-
vertisements as well as labels
on packaged products, amid ris-
ing concerns over misleading
claims.

“Based on the various repre-
sentation received from stake-
holders, it has been decided to
extend the deadline for using pre-
printed packaging materials. The
new deadline for utilising these
materials is now December 31,
2024,” Food Safety and Standards
Authority of India (FSSAI) said
in an advisory to FBOs.

Additionally, the regulator
said that products manufactured
by FBOs before December 31,
2024 can be “sold in the market
across all channels until the end
of their shelf life.”

Initially, FBOs were instructed
to exhaust all existing pre-printed
packaging materials before
September 1, 2024.

In June, FSSATI had issued a di-
rective mandating all FBOs to “re-
move any claim of '100 per cent
fruit juices' from the labels and
advertisements of reconstituted
fruit juices with an immediate
effect.” “It has come to the at-
tention of FSSAI that several
FBOs have been inaccurately
marketing various types of re-
constituted fruit juices by claim-
ing them to be 100 per cent fruit
juices,” the regulator had said.

Upon thorough examination,
FSSAI had concluded that, ac-
cording to the Food Safety and
Standards (Advertising and
Claims) Regulations, 2018, there

Nifty surged 126.20 points or 0.51

“The domestic market started
the session with a strong surge,
buoyed by positive global sen-
timent amidst Israel-Hamas
ceasefire talks and diminishing
US recession fears due to recent
favourable data. Concurrently,
easing geopolitical risks and
weak China demand have led to
a decline in crude prices, bene-
fiting the domestic economy,”

said Vinod Nair, Head of
Research, Geojit Financial
Services.

Among the 30 Sensex firms,
Bajaj Finserv, IndusInd Bank,
Tech Mahindra, Bajaj Finance,
Kotak Mahindra Bank, Axis
Bank, NTPC, and Sun Pharma
were the major gainers.

On the other hand, Bharti

In the broader market, the
BSE midcap gauge climbed 0.98
per cent and smallcap index
went up by 0.52 per cent.

With an annual capex
budget of around USD 15 bil-
lion spread across its different
business segments, Reliance
Industries alone will account
for around 30 per cent of the
portfolio capex,” Moody's Ratings
said.

The oil and gas sector and
Reliance Industries will collec-
tively account for over 60 per
cent of the rated Indian portfo-
lio's spending over the next cou-
ple of years.
