Bhubaneswar, August 22: In a major
revelation, Bhubaneswar-Cuttack Police

A SIM box is a device used by fraud-
sters to make tonnes of calls through
rerouting international telecom gate-
ways. They are also used to evade GPS
location tracker to give a slip to law en-
forcement agencies. They are used for a
series of illicit activities including cy-
bercrime, hate speech, extortion, and
other illegal activities, posing challenges
for law enforcement agencies.

“Asadur ran a software company, ICon
Technology, in Dhaka and had previ-
ously studied at BGMEA University of
Fashion and Technology in Dhaka.

Panda said that they will seek the
Interpol’s assistance through the CBI to
gather more details about Asadur.

According to police, Asadur’s Indian
visa is valid until October 24, 2024. He en-
tered India through the integrated check
post (ICP), Agartala October 21, 2023,
and left for Bangladesh December 24,
2023, via ICP, Haridaspur in West Bengal,
police said.

New Delhi, August 22: The
Supreme Court Thursday reit-
erated its appeal to the doctors
protesting over the rape and
killing of a Kolkata medic to re-
sume work and directed no co-
ercive action against them.

The court said judges and doc-
tors cannot go on a strike since
they deal with matters involving
life and liberty.

“Justice and medicine can-
not afford to be stopped. Can we
(judges) go and sit outside the
Supreme Court now?” the bench
headed by Chief Justice DY
Chandrachud asked.

The court was hearing a suo
motu case related to the rape
and killing of a post-graduate
medic at Kolkata’s RG Kar
Medical College and Hospital.

Asthe hearing commenced, a
counsel representing the resi-
dent doctors of the All India
Institute of Medical Sciences
(AIIMS) in Nagpur submitted
that the protesting doctors are
being marked absent and not al-
lowed to sit in exams.

AIIMS docs caII off stir

New Delhi: Resident doctors at AlIMS,
Delhi announced Thursday that they
were withdrawing their 11-day strike,
called to protest against the rape and
murder of a medic in Kolkata, following
an appeal from the Supreme Court. “We
are resuming duties following the
Supreme Court’s appeal and assur-
ances and intervention in the RG Kar
incident and the safety for doctors. We
commend the court’s action and call for
adherence to its directives. Patient care
remains our top priority,” the Resident
Doctors’ Association, AlIMS, New Delhi,
said in a post on X.

The bench said, “We cannot di-
rect the administration to mark
them present when they are ab-
sent. If they resume duty, we
will order a lenient view.”

The court requested the
protesting doctors to immedi-
ately resume their duties so that
patients from marginalised sec-
tions and other needy people do
not suffer.

“An apprehension has been ex-
pressed by the doctors that some
of them are being proceeded
against with respect to protests
that happened in the past. We are
expecting that in compliance
with the assurance given to the
court, the doctors will join the
duties. Let there be no coercive
action against doctors after they
come back to work after today’s
order for any protest that hap-

Hooch tragedy rocks House

No pension plans for journos

hief Minister Mohan Charan Majhi Thursday said the state

government has no plans to provide allowances or pensions to
elderly journalists. He, however, said the health insurance scheme for
working journalists will continue. Responding to questions from
Congress member Taraprasad Bahinipati and BJD MLA Ranendra Pratap
Swain, Majhi told the House that the renewal of health cards under the
Gopabandhu Sambadika Swasthya Bima Yojana for working journalists is

under consideration, with the scheme’s current validity expiring August
31. The previous BJD government in 2018 had launched the health
insurance scheme for working journalists and their families in the state.

The renewal process, which was delayed after the recent change in
government, will be completed before the deadline, Majhi said.

The CM said while the state government has no plans to offer
allowances to elderly journalists, it is considering a proposal from the
Odisha Press Academy for a 5 crore contributory pension scheme, with
a budgetary allocation requested for the 2024-25 fiscal year.

Excessive bail is no bail: SC

New Delhi, August 22:
Excessive bail is no bail, the
Supreme Court said Thursday
while observing that granting
the relief and then imposing
onerous conditions is to take
away with the left hand, what is
given with the right.

The apex court said an order
which would protect the per-
son's fundamental right under
Article 21 of the Constitution
and at the same time guarantee
his or her presence, would be
reasonable and proportionate.

A bench of Justices BR Gavai
and KV Viswanathan delivered
its verdict on a plea filed by a
man, against whom 13 FIRs have
been lodged in several states for
various offences including that
of cheating.

The petitioner had contended
before the apex court that he

was granted bail in these 13 cases
and he has fulfilled the bail con-
ditions in two of them.

The top court noted the main
plea of the petitioner was that he
was not in a position to furnish
separate sureties, as directed in
the remaining 11 bail orders.

“The situation today is, in
spite of obtaining bail in 13 cases,
the petitioner has not been able
to furnish sureties,” the bench
said.

“From time imme-
morial, the principle
has been that exces-
sive bail is no bail.
To grant bail and
thereafter to im-
pose excessive

A senior Excise official said 373
persons were booked under rel-
evant Sections of Excise Actin
connection with the cases, while
262 of them have already been for-
warded to various courts. The en-
forcement also led to the seizure
of 26 vehicles.

Al researchers A boon or bane?

new innovation has recently

captured everyone’s atten-
tion—AI researchers. Recently,
Sakana Al Labs developed a sys-
tem they call the Al Scientist’.

This system claims to be ca-
pable of fully automated scien-
tific discovery, especially in the
field of machine learning.
Remarkably, the cost is only $15
per paper—equivalent to a re-
searcher’s lunch. But the ques-
tion remains: is this technology
as effective as it claims to be?

How a computer can ‘do sci-
ence’

Alot of science is done in the
open, and almost all scientific
knowledge has been written
down somewhere. Millions of
scientific papers are freely avail-
able online in repositories such
as arXiv and PubMed.

Large language models (LLMSs)
trained with this data capture
the language of science and its
patterns.

I n the world of technology, a

What is less clear is whether
an Al system can produce an in-
teresting scientific paper.

But is it interesting?

The Sakana system tries to
address interestingness in two
ways. First, it ‘scores’ new paper
ideas for similarity to existing re-
search (indexed in the Semantic
Scholar repository).

Second, Sakana’s system in-
troduces a ‘peer-review’ step —
using another LLM to judge the
quality and novelty of the gen-
erated paper.

Al may be a poor judge of Al
output

Feedback is mixed on Sakana
AT’s output. Some have described

it as producing ‘endless scien-
tific slop’. Even the system’s own
review of its outputs judges the
papers weak at best. The question
is whether automated scientific
papers are valuable.

The ability of LLMs to judge
the quality of research is also an
open question. The research
work shows LLMs are not great
at judging the risk of bias in
medical research studies.

Al research may exacerbate
existing problems

If Al-generated papers flood the
scientific literature, future AI
systems may be trained on Al
output and undergo model col-
lapse. This means they may be-
come increasingly ineffectual at
innovating.

There are already bad actors
in science, including ‘paper mills’
churning out fake papers. This
problem will only get worse when
a scientific paper can be pro-
duced with USD 15 and a vague
initial prompt. AGencies

manufactured by top pharma
companies.

2023 survey conducted by three United Nations agencies in
AAfghanistan revealed a grim reality: nearly one-fifth of Afghan

women had not interacted with anyone outside their immediate
families over the previous three months.

This alarming statistic underscores the severe isolation imposed on
women in Afghanistan, many of whom are confined to their homes.
Forced seclusion has had a profoundly negative impact on the mental
health of girls and women across the country; in the same survey,
three out of four women described their mental health as “bad” or “very
bad.” Lack of access to secondary and tertiary education, combined
with limited employment opportunities, has led to increases in forced
and underage marriages, child labor, and domestic violence, and has
fueled a surge in illegal migration as women desperately seek to flee
the country.

Moreover, a recent Human Rights Watch report found that the
Taliban’s restrictions on women'’s freedom of movement and employ-
ment “have gravely impeded women and girls’ access to health serv-
ices,” while bans on education “have blocked almost all training of fu-
ture female health-care workers in the country.”

Consequently, an entire generation of
Afghan girls is poised to reach adulthood
without any professional qualifications
or essential skills. According to the UN
survey, in January 2023, 90% of women
reported having “good” or “full” influence
in their households. By November of that
year, this number plummeted to 39%, re-
flecting a dramatic decline in women’s
agency and self-esteem.

Even as Afghan girls and women are
being denied their rights to association, ed-
ucation, and employment, however, there
have been several encouraging develop-
ments. In recent years, community groups
in Kabul and across the country have or-
ganized trade fairs where women show-

In Kabul, a
growing number of women-led e-commerce
initiatives are enabling women to sell their
goods online, improving their economic
prospects.

where as well. The Bread for Women proj-

ect is a prime example.Conceived and led
by the Italian NGO NOVE, one of the few international organizations
still operating in Afghanistan, this initiative aims to combat hunger
and acute poverty by restoring traditional women-owned bakeries in
Kabul’s peripheral neighborhoods.

NOVE has been navigating Afghanistan’s complicated political land-
scape since 2013. In its pilot stage, the project focused on providing tech-
nical and financial support for building or restoring female-owned
bakeries, purchasing tandoor ovens, and offering basic training in
management and accounting.

Today, the organization supplies three bakeries with essentials such
as flour, gas, and firewood. Each bakery employs three women who are
paid a monthly salary: a baker, an assistant, and a third employee
whose role is to distribute daily naan allotments to poor women and
take their fingerprints to confirm receipt (as many are illiterate).
3ﬁ Although only three bakeries have been restored so far, they are
more than just places to obtain food. These bakeries have become so-
cial hubs, offering the women who visit them a rare opportunity to leave
the house, meet peers, exchange advice, share experiences, and even
laugh.

Many of these women come from Afghanistan’s most impoverished
and vulnerable communities. They are often their families’ primary
providers, either because they are widows or live with disabled hus-
bands. With little to no employment opportunities, they carry vouch-
ers entitling them to five naans each day.

But this important initiative is about more than just charity: the
three bakeries also have paying customers who bring their own
dough. While these businesses are not yet self-sustaining, all three
bakers seem determined to pursue their craft, leveraging their new
found skills and entrepreneurial spirit to improve their lives and con-
tribute to their communities. Though they may seem like a drop in
the ocean of female suffering in Afghanistan, such projects repre-
sent a promising first step toward mitigating the inhumane treatment
of women and girls.

digenously developed

Chandrayaan-3 spacecraft
created history by successfully
soft-landing on the permanently
shadowed South Pole region of
the Moon. Thus India became
the first country in the world in
achieving the feat of soft-land-
ing an unmanned spacecraft
on the Moon’s South Pole. To
reminisce about this outstand-
ing achievement, Govt of India
has declared August 23 as the
National Space Day.

Exploring the Moon, our clos-
est celestial neighbour, has re-
mained a long-cherished goal
for humanity ever since the be-
ginning of the Space Race in the
Cold War period between the
USA and the erstwhile Soviet
Union in the nineteen fifties and
beyond. While the Soviet Union's
Luna series of missions were
able to first visit the Moon achiev-
ing many remarkable feats like
soft-landing, rover manoeuvres
and sample collections, the USA,
on the other hand, had an even
bigger accomplishment by land-
ing its astronauts for the first
time on the Moon through its
Apolloll mission in 1969. After
the end of the Cold War and the
subsequent collapse of the Soviet
Union, the Space race has been
joined by several other devel-
oped and developing nations of

multi-million-dollar payments
to the entertainers are vulgar.

If American economy is not in
good shape, Indian’s can at best
be convalescing, post Covid-19.
But stranglehold of the hon-
chos in India is more gripping

the world notably the European
Union, China, India, Japan, UAE
and Israel.

Of particular mention is the
emergence of China as amajor
space power in recent years.
China has not only sent a rover
to the Moon but also returned
Iunar samples safely to the Earth
through its Chang’e series of
missions. It also plans to land
astronauts on the Moon by 2030
and build a permanent base
there with a long term goal of
mining the Moon's resources
and for use of its strategic lo-
cations for military purposes.
China achieved an even greater
feat by sending its own astronaut
to space in the form of Yang
Liwei aboard the Shenzhou-5
spacecraft in 2003. Although
we are initially lagging behind
China in manned mission pro-
gramme, our Gaganyaan human
spaceflight programme is going
to catch up soon for embark-
ing on a flawless journey to
space next year.

India’s successful lunar ex-
ploration was a feat long due for
a country of 1.4 billion people and
having the advantage of inher-
iting some of the greatest space
legacies of the world like Vikram
Sarabhai, Satish Dhawn and U
R. Rao. ISRO was set up only in
1969 (a few days later the USA
landed its astronauts on the

than in the US, which has strong
anti-trust laws despite the protest
from the big. Indian policies
suit the big shops more with
quite a few trillions being waved
off in taxes and other benefits,
including tailoring national and
stock market policies.

Harris instead, despite being
the Vice President of USA, em-
pathising with the American
people, says, “The bills add up.

It
could be a welcome scenario
for most Indians.

Harris is keen on preventing
corporate landlords from using

Moon) and it took only nearly 55
years to achieve a soft-landing of
its unmanned spacecraft on the
Moon. This is notwithstanding
the developing status of our
country’s economy where other
emergency sectors like health, ed-
ucation and agriculture etc are
to be prioritised.

However, the recent achieve-
ments with Chandrayaan have
also some silver linings to be
cherished with. India became
the first country in the world to
soft-land its Vikram lander near
the Moon’s South Pole and to
explore its treasure trove of re-
sources through the rover
Pragyan. As it can be remem-
bered, Russia's Luna 25 mission
which was launched with a much
powerful Soyuz rocket (com-
pared to our own LMYV III vehi-
cle) failed a few days before
Chandrayan-3’s touchdown.
Secondly, ISRO has demonstrated
how alofty and grand space mis-
sion could be accomplished with
a minimal and affordable in-
vestment cost compatible for a de-
veloping nation like India with
the Chandrayaan-3 project cost-
ing only 615 crores rupees, less
than the production cost of a
typical Hollywood movie. Thirdly;
the performance of ISRO in all
its departments, launching to
separation to orbit raising to
injection to landing a rover, had

algorithmic price-setting tools
to increase rents by large margins.

Many Indian com-
panies now have emulated it.

“I was travelling from my
home to my workplace and took
an auto near East of Kailash.
At first, it was difficult to find an
auto but when I got one, the
driver demanded a higher fare.
Since I was getting late, I agreed
to pay more but when we reached
afew metres ahead, around five
to 10 people stopped the auto
and asked me to step out, saying
there was a strike today. They
warned the driver that if he con-
tinued to drive, they would dam-
age his auto,” she said.

Ananya Tiwari, a student,
said she could not find au-
torickshaws on Uber and Rapido.

“Usually, I get an auto on these
apps within two minutes but
today, it was difficult to find a
ride. The fares that usually hover
around ¥100-110 were also higher
and I found an autorickshaw only
after multiple cancellations and
that too at ¥140,” she added.

CCTVs must in Maha schools

Mumbai, August 22: A day
after protests were staged against
the sexual assault on two four-
year-old minor girls at a school
in Maharashtra’s Badlapur city,
the state government issued a res-
olution to ensure the safety of stu-
dents in general, and the girl
students in particular, in the
schools.

According to the government
resolution, it will be binding on
all schools to install CCTVs
within a month for the safety
and security of students, teach-
ers and non-teaching staff in
the schools and in their vicinity.

If CCTVs are not installed in
the schools run by the govern-
ment and local self-governments,
then they will have to initiate ac-
tion soon. After their installation,
the schools will have to period-
ically check the footage and if
found unobjectionable, it will
be the responsibility of the head-
master and school management
to take further action.

The schools will have to take
all the necessary due precau-
tions during the recruitment of
non-teaching employees, and
they will have to keep a vigil for

those already employed in
the schools.

Further, the school manage-
ment will have to check the back-
ground of regular employees or
outsourced employees or those
on contract, including security
personnel, bus drivers, sweepers
and helpers.

The schools will have to take
character verification reports
from the police. It will be manda-
tory for schools to appoint women
employees on a priority basis
for students up to six years.

The schools have to install a
complaint box and it will have to
be examined if it is being used

effectively. The school head-
master will be held responsible
in case of lapses in this regard.

The schools will also have to
strictly adhere to government
norms with regard to Sakhi
Savitri Samiti and Vidyarthi
Suraksha Samiti.

Further, the government has
established a state-level secu-
rity review committee headed by
the School Education
Commissioner. The committee
will have six members.

It will also be binding on the
school management to imme-
diately report untoward inci-
dents, if any, to the school edu-
cation officer. In case of any
delays, the action will be taken
against the school management.

Meanwhile, the leader of op-
position in the state council
Ambadas Danve led a delega-
tion and met Maharashtra
Director General of Police
Rashmi Shukla demanding that
the accused involved in the

Mumbai, August 22: An envi-
ronmental non-profit has raised
concerns over the alarming use
of wood as fuel in Mumbai’s bak-
eries, warning that it poses serious
health risks to citizens and bat-
ting for the adoption of cleaner
methods to combat air pollution.

The Bombay Environment
Action Group (BEAG) surveyed
200 bakeries across the city over
six months and found that about
47 per cent of these establish-
ments rely on wood fuel, prima-
rily scrap sourced from furni-
ture stores, for their operations.

This practice releases harmful
volatile organic compounds
(VOCs) and particulate matter
(PM2.5) into the air, which leads

to asthma and other diseases,
BEAG has said in a report.
PM2.5 refers to fine particles
with a diameter of 2.5 microme-
tres or less. They can enter the
lungs and even
the blood-

study, the Byculla and Mumbai
Central areas (E ward) have the

The BEAG study also estimated
that 72 of the surveyed bakeries
emitted 80,381 kg of PM2.5, high-
lighting the severity of the issue.

Electricity is the second most
common fuel source, used by 28
per cent of the bakeries, while
about 21 per cent depend on a
combination of liquified petro-
leum gas (LPG) and electricity; the
report said.

The environmental NGO said
the study aims to raise awareness
and call for prompt action to pro-
tect the health of Mumbaikars
health and the city’s environment.

It has advocated a phased tran-
sition of Mumbai bakeries to
cleaner fuels, suggesting cost-
benefit analyses and financial
incentives for the owners to lessen
the environmental impact.

BEAG said it has submitted its
report to the Brihanmumbai
Municipal Corporation (BMC) and
Maharashtra Pollution Control
Board (MPCB), urging the au-
thorities to take immediate action.

HC lashes out at police for
delay in FIR reglstratlon

Mumbai, August 22: The Bombay
High Court Thursday expressed
outrage over the police’s handling
of the case related to sexual assault
of two kindergarten girls at a
school in Badlapur near Mumbai,
while describing the crime as “ab-
solutely shocking.”

Taking suo motu (on its own)
cognizance of the case which
has triggered widespread
protests, the high court lashed
out at the local police for the
delay in the registration of a
First Information Report (FIR),
and also the school authorities
who failed to report the crime to
the police promptly.

There can be no compromise
on the safety and security of
children, particularly girls, said
a division bench of Justices
Revati Mohite Dere and
Prithviraj Chavan.

A male attendant allegedly
sexually assaulted two kinder-
garten girls, aged around 4, in the
school’s washroom August 12
and 13.

The FIR was, however, regis-
tered August 16, and the accused
was arrested the following day,
according to police documents
presented in court.

“Unless there is a strong pub-
lic outburst, the machinery won’t
move,” the court remarked.

The sexual assault of the two

Mission on Clean Ganga (NMCG),
Central Water Commission
(CWC), Central Ground Water
Board (CGWB), IIT-BHU and
Denmark’s Urban Sector
Counsellor, will oversee quality
control at the project level.

Coordination efforts will be
managed by the Multi-
Stakeholder Working Group
(MSWG), chaired by the district
magistrate of Varanasi and co-
chaired by representatives from
NMCG and IIT-BHU.

The SLCR Secretariat, a joint

establishment of NMCG and
IIT-BHU, will handle day-to-day
operations, project development
and knowledge dissemination.

The Joint Steering Committee
has already cleared four key proj-
ects under the SLCR initiative.
Among them is the development
of a Decision Support System
(DSS) for water management
aimed at analysing basin water
dynamics through advanced hy-
drological models and data an-
alytics. This project, expected to
last two to three years, will fa-
cilitate real-time monitoring and
scenario simulations to support
holistic planning and effective
water management.

Another vital project focuses on
the characterisation of emerg-
ing pollutants in the Varuna River.
Over the next 18 months, ad-
vanced analytical techniques will
be employed to identify and quan-
tify contaminants, creating a com-
prehensive fingerprint library
for water quality monitoring and
proposing effective remediation
strategies, the statement said.

A 19-member team of the
Indian Navy, which was brought
in from Visakhapatnam, was
continuing the search for the
missing aircraft, though it was
affected by inclement weather; of-
ficials said.

In his brief comments
to reporters, Committee
Chairperson Jagdambika Pal
described the meeting, which
went on for over six hours with
a lunch break, as “fruitful”.

It was one of the longest meet-
ings held by a parliamentary panel
in recent times, a member claimed.
The next meeting will be held
August 30, and the panel is likely
to hear views of various state Waqf
bodies, sources said.There was a
view among the members across
various parties, some of them said
that the minority affairs ministry
was not “adequately prepared” to
address the queries raised in the
meeting, and the presentation
made was not up to scratch.

BJP ally Lok Janshakti Party
(Ram Vilas) said the Muslim com-
munity’s concerns should be ad-
dressed and called for wider con-
sultations, they said, adding that
the Telugu Desam Party (TDP)
also pitched for holding broad de-
liberations.

New Delhi, August 22: A tough
talking Supreme Court Thursday
tore into the Kolkata police over
the delay in registering the un-
natural death of the woman doc-
tor, who was raped and killed at
the RG Kar Hospital, calling it
“extremely disturbing”, and
questioned the sequence of
events and the timing of its pro-
cedural formalities.

Making an impassioned ap-
peal to the protesting doctors
across the country, the apex court
also asked then to get back to
work, saying “justice and med-
icine” cannot be stopped and
moreover, it was issuing all the
necessary directions to ensure
their safety. It further directed no
coercive action against them.

The strong reprimand of the
Kolkata police by the top court
in which a three-judge bench
highlighted its “lapses” in its
probe came even as Solicitor
General Tushar Mehta, ap-
pearing for the CBI, said there
was an attempt to cover up the
case by the local police as the
crime scene was “altered” by
the time the federal agency took
over the probe.

The bench headed by Chief
Justice of India DY
Chandrachud, which was hear-
ing a suo motu case related to
the crime, asked political par-
ties not to politicise the case
and said law will take its
course after Mehta pointed to
an objectionable statement of

a West Bengal minister.

Expressing surprise that the
postmortem of the victim was
conducted August 9 between 6.10
pm to 7.10 pm before the regis-
tration of case as unnatural
death, the top court pulled up
the Kolkata police over “unex-
plained” delay of 14 hours in
lodging of the FIR in the case.

“How was it that the post-
mortem was conducted at 6.10 pm
August 9 and yet the unnatural
death information is sent to Tala
police station at 11.30 pm August
9. This is extremely disturbing,”
the bench, also comprising
Justice JB Pardiwala and Manoj
Misra, said.

Pointing out the laxity in in-
vestigation by the Kolkata Police,
Justice Pardiwala said, “When
you start performing the post-
mortem, it means that it is a
case of unnatural death.

4,500 adults aged 40-69 years,
about half of whom were
younger (40-49 years old). Data
was collected using surveys and
questionnaires, including those

_| developed by the World Health

Organisation (WHO), such as
for gauging one’s physical ac-
tivity levels.

Among the study group, about
85 per cent were at a very low-to-
low chance of developing car-
diovascular diseases, while about
14.5 per cent and one per cent
were at a moderate and high-to-
very high chance of developing
these conditions, respectively,
they found.

Twice as many men as women
had a higher than 10 per cent
risk of developing heart disease
over 10 years, the researchers, in-
cluding those from the Indian

Ha.

Council of Medical Research
(ICMR) - National Centre for
Disease Informatics and
Research, Bangalore, found.

A very low-to-low chance

meant less than 10 per cent risk
of experiencing heart-related
diseases, while moderate and
high-to-very high chance indi-
cated 10-20 per cent and over 20

per cent likelihood, respectively,
according to the study published
in the Indian Journal of Medical
Research.

Among the participants hav-
ing high blood sugar levels,
women had an 85 per cent in-
creased risk of getting heart
conditions over 10 years, while
men were at a 77 per cent higher
risk, the researchers estimated.

They also said that among the
participants who were obese,
women and men had a 71 per
cent and a 55 per cent higher
chance of developing heart con-
ditions, respectively, compared

to those who were not obese.

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Indians ignored by UK varsities

Visa figures reveal Indian students bemg put off applying to UK universities

London, August 22: Indians
may continue to top the tally of
student visa grants but they are
beginning to show signs of being
put off applying to UK univer-
sities amid greater migration
curbs, the latest Home Office
statistics revealed Thursday.

The Home Office data for the
past year until June 2024 shows
a 23 per cent fall in Indian stu-
dents coming to the UK for higher
studies, even as they continue to
represent the largest group
granted leave to remain on the
Graduate Route visa which al-
lows foreign students to work
in Britain for two years after
their degree.

This fall in Indian student
numbers is the first indication
of the impact of tighter curbs on
the right of most student visa
holders to bring along depend-
ent family members, which came
into effect earlier this year.

“There were 110,006 sponsored
study visa grants to main ap-

plicants who were Indian na-
tionals in the year ending June
2024 (25 per cent of the total),
32,687 fewer than the previous
year,” the Home Office statis-
tics reveal.

“Most of the increase in for-
eign students between 2019 and
2023 were from Indian and
Nigerian nationals, but num-
bers for these nationalities have
fallen in the latest year (by 23 per
cent and 46 per cent respec-
tively),” it notes.

The India-UK Young
Professionals Scheme, which in-
volves a two-way flow of young
graduates to live and work in
either country for up to two
years, brought in 2,234 Indian
nationals since the first ballot was
held in February last year, well
below the annual 3,000 visa cap.

Bangkok, August 22: Thailand
Thursday confirmed an mpox
case reported this week was the
clade 1b strain of the virus, the
second confirmed case of the
variant outside of Africa.

The case is a 66-year-old
European man who had arrived
in Thailand last week from an un-

specified African country where
the disease was spreading.
“The test results confirm that
he is infected with the Clade 1b
strain of monkeypox, which is
the first case diagnosed in
Thailand, but this man is
likely infected from an
endemic country,” Thongchai
Keeratihattayakorn, director-
general of the Department of

Disease Control, told Reuters.

He said no other local infec-
tions had been detected through
contact tracing. Clade 1b has
triggered global concern due to
the ease with which it spreads
though routine close contact.

A case of the variant was con-
firmed last week in Sweden and
linked to a growing outbreak in
Africa, the first sign of its spread
outside the continent.

The World Health
Organization declared the re-
cent outbreak of the disease a
public health emergency of in-
ternational concern after the
new variant was identified.

British tech tycoon’s
body retrieved

Italy, August 22: The body of
British tech magnate Mike Lynch
was retrieved Thursday from
the wreck of his family yacht
that sank earlier this week off the
coast of Sicily during a violent
storm, a source close to the res-
cue operation said.

Lynch’s 18-year-old daughter
Hannabh is still unaccounted for,
the source said. The bodies of the
other four people who vanished
when the boat went down were
recovered from the yacht
Wednesday. The British-flagged
Bayesian, a 56-metre-long su-
peryacht carrying 22 passengers
and crew, was anchored off the
port of Porticello, near Palermo,
when it disappeared beneath the
waves in a matter of minutes
after the bad weather struck.

Lynch, 59, was one of the UK’s
best-known tech entrepreneurs
and had invited friends to join
him on the yacht to celebrate
his recent acquittal in a major
US fraud trial. Besides Lynch
and his daughter, the other people
who failed to escape from the boat
were Judy and Jonathan Bloomer,
anon-executive chair of Morgan
Stanley International; and Clifford
Chance lawyer Chris Morvillo
and his wife, Neda Morvillo.

More than 70% of
requests for refuge at the airport come from people
with either Indian, Nepalese or Vietnamese nation-
alities, an official document says. The African

The move, which starts Monday,
will affect migrants from Asian countries who require visas to remain in Brazil. It
does not apply to people from Asian countries currently exempt from visas to
Brazil. US citizens and many European nationals also do not require visas for Brazil.

In 2020, China’s Chang’e-5 mis-
sion marked the first time hu-
mans retrieved lunar samples
in 44 years. Researchers from
the state-run Chinese Academy
of Sciences discovered that the
minerals in this ‘moon soil’ con-
tain large amounts of hydro-
gen, which reacts with other el-
ements when heated to very high
temperatures, producing water
vapour, CCTV reported.

“After three years of in-depth
research and repeated verifica-
tion, a brand-new method of
using lunar soil to produce large
amounts of water was discov-
ered, which is expected to provide
important design basis for the
construction of future Iunar sci-
entific research stations and
space stations,” said CCTV.

The discovery could have im-

portant implications for China’s
decades-long project of build-
ing a permanent lunar outpost
amid a US-China race to find
and mine the moon’s resources.

NASA head Bill Nelson has
repeatedly raised the alarm

about the rapid ad-
vances in China’s
space programme
and the possibility of
Beijing dominating the
most resource-rich locations on
the moon.

Using the new method, one
tonne of lunar soil will be able
to produce about 51-76 kg of
water, equivalent to more than
a hundred 500ml bottles of water,
or the daily drinking water con-
sumption of 50 people, the state
broadcaster said.

China hopes that recent
and future lunar expe-
ditions will set the
foundations to
build the
International
Lunar Research
Station (ILRS),
an initiative it
is co-leading
with Russia.

The announcement of the dis-
covery comes at a time when
Chinese scientists are already
conducting experiments on lunar
samples brought back in June by
the Chang’e-6 mission.

While the Chang’e-5 mission
brought back samples from the
near side of the moon, Chang’e-
6 retrieved Iunar soil from the far
side of the moon, which per-
petually faces away from the
Earth.

Biz activity extends
robust growth streak

Bangalore, August 22: India’s
business activity extended its
robust growth streak in August
as a stronger services industry
offset a slight slowing in manu-
facturing expansion, according
to a survey that indicated price
pressures also were easing.

Those findings suggest India
will hold on to its title of fastest-
growing major economy over
coming quarters despite expec-
tations of a slowdown in the
global economy.

HSBC’s flash India Composite
Purchasing Managers’ Index,
compiled by S&P Global, dipped
slightly to 60.5 in July from last
month’s final reading of 60.7, in
line with a Reuters poll forecast.

August marked over three years
of expansion, the longest such run
since June 2013. The 50-level sep-
arates growth from contraction.

“India’s flash composite PMI
slipped slightly in August, though
it remained significantly higher
than the historical average,”
noted Pranjul Bhandari, chief
India economist at HSBC.

“Although new order growth
for the manufacturing sector
slowed to the weakest since
February, the pace of expansion
remained sharp, indicating con-
tinued strong demand and
favourable market conditions.”

The flash services PMI index
rose t0 60.4 this month from 60.3 in
July, while a preliminary manu-
facturing PMI showed strong growth,
albeit slightly weaker than last
month. It declined t057.9from 58.1.

Although growth in overall
demand slowed to a three-month
low in August, it remained ro-
bust. However, exports expanded
at the slowest rate since April,
indicating weak global demand.

Overall input costs increased at
their weakest pace since February
and output prices rose at a slower
rate compared to last month.

Even so, prices charged on
manufactured goods surged at the
fastest in nearly 11 years.

India’s retail inflation fell in
July to a near five-year low,
largely due to a high-base effect,
suggesting the slower pace of
price rises was temporary and
the Reserve Bank of India needs

Economic Review for July, the
Indian economy has sustained
its momentum in the first four
months of FY25.

Goods and Services Tax col-
lections in the first four months
of FY25 underwent a level shift
pushed up by the widening of
the tax base and heightened
economic activity, the report
released by the finance min-
istry said.

Gross GST collections for July
2024 maintained their momen-
tum, achieving their second-
highest level since May 2023.
The total gross GST revenue
rose by 10.3 per cent year-on-
year (YoY), bringing the total
for FY25 (April to July) to 7.4

GST revenue rose by 10.3% YoY,
bringing total for FY25 to ¥7.4L-cr

lakh crore.

This increase in GST collec-
tions also highlights robust
compliance and expansion of
GST coverage across various
economic activities. The up-
ward level shift is reflected in
the average monthly GST col-
lections rising from 31.68 lakh
crore in FY24 to %1.85lakh crore

in FY25.

India imports record Russian oil

RUSSIAN CRUDE MADE UP A RECORD 44%
OF INDIA'S OVERALL IMPORTS LAST MONTH

New Delhi, August 22: India
overtook China as the world's
biggest importer of Russian oil
in July as Chinese refiners
bought less because of lower
profit margins from producing
fuels, a comparison of import
data showed.

Russian crude made up a
record 44% of India’s overall
imports last month, rising to a
record 2.07 million barrels per
day (bpd), 4.2% higher than in
June and 12% more than a year
ago, data on Indian shipments
from trade and industry sources
showed.

That surpassed China’s July
oil imports from Russia of 1.76
million bpd via pipelines and
shipments, based on Chinese
customs data.

Indian refiners have been gorg-
ing on Russian oil sold at dis-
counts after Western nations

imposed sanctions against
Moscow and curtailed their en-
ergy purchases in response to
Russia’s invasion of Ukraine.

“India’s requirement for
Russian oil is going to go up as
long as there are no further tight-
ening of sanctions,” an Indian
refining source said.

India’s trade with Russia has
increased since Russia began

its war against Ukraine in
February 2022 mainly because of
oil and fertiliser imports, a move
helping to keep a lid on global
prices and controlling inflation.

India’s rising purchases are
changing the flow of Russian
ESPO Blend crude from tradi-
tional Chinese buyers to South
Asia. ESPO imports to India
jumped in July to 188,000 bpd as
larger Suezmax vessels were
used, according to the data.

Refiners in northeast China
are typically the biggest ESPO
buyers because of their close
proximity, but their demand has
fallen because of tepid
fuel demand.

Iraq continued to be the sec-
ond-largest oil supplier to India
last month, followed by Saudi
Arabia and the United Arab
Emirates.

India’s crude purchases from
the Middle East rose 4% in July,
pushing up the region’s share
in India’s overall mix to 40%
from 38% in June, the data
showed.

1.63 per cent, followed by Tata
Steel, ICICI Bank, Titan, Asian
Paints and Ultratech Cements.
On the other hand, M&M, NTPC,
Tata Motors, TCS and PowerGrid

were the major losers.

“The domestic market wit-
nessed modest gains owing to
the positive global sentiments.
Particularly, the recent signs of
weakness in the US non-farm
payroll data have strengthened
the case for potential interest
rate cuts in September,” Vinod
Nair, Head of Research at Geojit

Financial Services said.

“The resilience of domestic
activity is also reflected in the
strong performance of the man-
ufacturing and services sector
purchasing managers’ indices.
The manufacturing growth has
been driven by expansion in de-
mand conditions, a rise in new
export orders and growth in out-
put prices,” it said.

On the fiscal front, it said, the
Union Budget FY25 has laid out
a glide path of fiscal consolida-
tion. Supported by strong revenue
collection, discipline in revenue
expenditure, and robust eco-
nomic performance, the fiscal
deficit is projected to decline.

At the same time, it said,
capital expenditure is main-
tained at high levels, sup-
porting the fledgling private in-
vestment cycle.

Retail inflation decreased to 3.5
per cent in July 2024, the lowest
since September 2019, driven by
moderation in food inflation, it
said, adding that steady progress
in the southwest monsoon has
supported Kharif sowing.

Replenishing water levels in

the reservoir bodes well for the
current kharif and upcoming
rabi crop production and this
will further aid in reducing
food inflation in the coming
months, it said.

“On balance, India’s economic
momentum remains intact.
Despite a somewhat erratic mon-
soon, reservoirs have been re-
plenished. Manufacturing and
services sectors are expanding,
according to the Purchasing
Managers’ indices,” it said.

Tax collections, especially in-
direct taxes, which reflect trans-
actions, are growing healthily,
and so is bank credit, it said.

“Inflation is moderating, and
exports of both goods and serv-
ices are doing better than they
did last year. Stock markets are
holding on to their levels.
Foreign direct investment is
looking up as gross inflows are
rising,” it said.

As of now, it said, the projec-
tion of real GDP growth of 6.5-
7.0 per cent for FY25, made in the
Economic Survey for 2023-24,
seems appropriate.
