Phulbani, Oct 2: A suspected
diarrhoea outbreak in two vil-
lages under Kotagarh block of
Kandhamal district has claimed
nine lives within just four days
while several others have been
affected in the last two weeks,
officials said Wednesday.

Jerusalem, Oct 2: Israel’s
multilayered air-defence sys-
tem appears to have passed an-
other test after fending off
Iran’s latest missile barrage.

Bhubaneswar, Oct 2: The un-
employment rate among the
graduates and postgraduates in
Odisha is higher than the na-
tional average, according to the
Periodic Labour Force Survey
(PLFS) report for July 2023 to
June 2024.

The report, released by the
Ministry of Statistics and
Program Implementation
(MoSPI) recently, said 18.9 per
cent graduates and 13.6 per
cent postgraduates in Odisha
are unemployed against the
national average of 13 per cent
and 12.4 per cent, respectively.

It said neighbouring states
like Jharkhand and West Bengal

“The unemployment rate
among graduates in Jharkhand
and West Bengal are 7.5 per
cent and 8.5 per cent, respec-
tively, while in case of post-
graduates, it stood 6.4 per cent
(Jharkhand) and 7.7 per cent
(West Bengal),” the report said.

The latest survey report said
5.1 per cent of Odisha youths
(those 15 and above) are unem-
ployed against the national av-
erage of 4.9 per cent during
the period.

“The unemployment rate in
urban Odisha stood at 8.1 per
cent, while it was 4.7 per cent
in rural Odisha,” it said.

The report said 44.9 per cent

people in Odisha are working
in the agriculture sector, while
it was 44.7 per cent in 2022-23.

State’s tertiary sector, on the
other hand, saw engagement
of 27.6 per cent people against
29 per cent in 2022-23. The na-
tional average during July 2023-
June 2024 stood 31.6 per cent.

The declining rate partici-
pation in state’s tertiary sector
also impacted the average salary
earnings of individuals, in com-
parison to the national figure.

“The average salary earned
by individuals in formal sector
in Odisha was %18,671 during
July-September 2023 against
the national figure of 20,095.
However, as the simultaneous
elections approached, the av-
erage salary of an individual in
QOdisha rose up to 319,567 during
April-June 2024,” it pointed out.

Even though the average
salary earned by individuals
in Odisha saw an increase
during April-June 2024, it was
less than that received by
those in neighbouring states.
“An individual in Andhra
Pradesh received an average
of %21,459, while in
Chhattisgarh and Jharkhand
it was %19,753 and 318,664, re-
spectively,” it said.

Similarly, in case of daily
wage earnings, the average in-
come of an individual in Odisha
was at ¥355. It was ¥78 less than
the national average.

While a daily wage worker
earned %583 in Andhra Pradesh,
it was %384 in West Bengal and
398 in Jharkhand, the
report said.

Meanwhile, the Worker

Aspart of its measures to pro-
tect the migratory birds, the de-
partment has intensified actions
to catch bird hunters and keep a
close watch on them.

It has set up 21 security camps
under five ranges.

In Balugaon range and
Nalabana Bird Sanctuary area,
four camps have been set up.
Similarly, 11 camps have been set
up in Tangi, Mangalajodi and
Bhushandpur areas and two camps
in Satapada range, including the
Krishnaprasad area. Moreover,
two camps have been set up in
Nuapada range and as many in
Rambha range.

Additionally, mobile squads
have been formed to inspect
dhabas, hotels and other eateries
along the road. Boats have also
been arranged by the department
for day-and-night patrolling in
the Chilika waters.

During the previous winter,
Chilika hosted 1,137,759 birds from
187 species. There were no re-
ported cases of bird poaching
during the migration period last
winter because of strict patrolling
measures in place, the DFO added.

THE MOTHER

The New Gilded Age

f: ! Tech billionaires such as Bill Gates, Mark Zuckerberg, and Elon
Musk are not just among the richest people in human history. They
also are exceptionally powerful — socially, culturally, and politi-

cally. While this is partly a reflection of the social status that our so-

ciety attaches to wealth in general, that is not the whole story.

What matters even more than simple wealth is that these particular
billionaires are viewed as entrepreneurial geniuses who exhibit unique
levels of creativity, daring, foresight, and expertise on a wide range of
topics. Add the fact that many of them control major means of com-
munication — namely, the key social-media platforms - and you have
something almost unparalleled in recent history.

The image of the rich, brave businessman who transforms the world
can be traced back at least to the robber barons of the Gilded Age. But
one of the main sources of its contemporary popular appeal is Ayn Rand’s
novel Atlas Shrugged, whose protagonist, John Galt, strives to re-cre-
ate capitalism through the sheer force of his idealism and will.

While Rand’s novel has long held canonical status in the minds of Silicon
Valley entrepreneurs and libertarian-leaning politicians, the influence
of its central archetype is hardly confined to those circles. From Bruce
Wayne (Batman) and Tony Stark (Iron Man)
to Darius Tanz in the TV series Salvation,
rich, technologically savvy innovators who
save the world from impending disaster
are a staple of our popular culture.

Some individuals will always have more
power than others, but how much power is
too much? Once upon a time, power was
linked to physical strength or military
prowess, whereas now its perquisites usually
stem from what Simon Johnson and I call “per-
suasion power,” which, as we explain in our
book Power and Progress, is rooted in status

or prestige. The greater your status, the Daron Acemoglu
more easily you can persuade others.

society has always been structured around
a steep status hierarchy.

This structure is problematic for several reasons. For starters, the
J” constant competition for status — and the persuasion power it confers
—islargely a zero-sum affair, because status is a “positional good.” More
status for you means less status for your neighbour, and a steeper sta-
tus hierarchy implies that some people will be happy while many oth-
ers are unhappy and dissatisfied.

Moreover, investments in zero-sum activities tend to be inefficient and
excessive compared to investments in non-zero-sum activities. Is it better
to spend a million dollars on gold Rolex watches or on learning new skills?

Commentators often ask why someone with hundreds of millions of
dollars would ever need hundreds of millions more. There are few
things that you cannot afford if you already have $500 million, so why
long for $1 billion? Because “billionaire” is a rank of status. What mat-
ters isnot the spending power but the prestige and power that it confers
relative to one's peers. Under a “wealth-is-status” equilibrium, amad dash
by the ultra-wealthy to amass ever more wealth becomes inevitable.

The deeper we are drawn into the “wealth-is-status” equilibrium, the
more we may come to accept the supremacy of tech billionaires. Yet
Y it is difficult to believe that wealth could be a perfect measure of merit
/ or wisdom, let alone a useful proxy for authority on carpentry or free-
dom of speech. Moreover, wealth is always somewhat arbitrary. We can
argue endlessly about whether LeBron James is better than Wilt
Chamberlain was at the peak of his basketball career, but in terms of
wealth, there is no contest. While Chamberlain had an estimated net
worth of $10 million at the time of his death in 1999, James's net worth
is estimated at $1.2 billion.

These different outcomes are not about each player’s respective tal-
ent or work ethic. Rather, Chamberlain happened to live at a time
when sports stars were not compensated as much as they are today. This
is partly about technology, partly about norms, and partly about taxes.

Similarly, if the tech sector had not become so central to the econ-
omy, and if it was not driven by such strong winner-take-all dynamics,
today’s tech tycoons would not have become so rich. The fact that
Gates and Musk have been taxed less does not make them any wiser,
but it certainly has made them wealthier, and thus more influential under
the prevailing “wealth-is-status” equilibrium.

Such figures also benefit from an even more pernicious dynamic that
Johnson and I explore in Power and Progress, using the example of
Ferdinand de Lesseps. Lesseps gained tremendous status in late-nine-
teenth-century France, where he was known as “Le Grand Francais,”
owing to his success in completing the construction of the Suez Canal
in the face of longstanding British opposition to the project.

Lesseps had foresight, and he demonstrated great skill in convincing
politicians in Egypt and France that maritime international trade would
become very important. But he was also tremendously lucky: the hoped-
for technologies that he needed to build the canal without locks were de-
veloped just in time to save the project. With his Suez victory, Lesseps
gained great prestige. But what he did with his new status is instructive.
He became reckless, unhinged, and cocky, pushing the Panama Canal
project in an unworkable direction that ultimately led to the deaths of
more than 20,000 people and the financial ruin of many more.

Lesseps’ story remains relevant, because it clearly has echoes in the
behavior of many billionaires today. While some of America’s wealth-
iest individuals do not use their wealth-derived status to influence
critical public debates (think Warren Buffett), many do. Gates, Musk,
George Soros, and others do not hesitate to weigh in on matters that
are important to them, and while it is easy to welcome such contribu-
tions from those whom we agree with, we should resist this temptation.
It makes a lot of sense for society to tap into the knowledge and wis-
dom of those with expertise on a given topic, but it is counterproduc-
tive to amplify the status of those who already have plenty of status.

Of course, it is not entirely billionaires’ fault that US policy is fuel-
ing massive inequality. They should, however, bear responsibility if they
misuse the immense status that wealth affords them under conditions
of rising inequality. If unaccountable billionaires already wield too much
undue social, cultural, and political influence, the last thing we should
want is to give them even bigger public forums - for example, in the
form of their own social network as Musk now has through his own-
ership of X. Instead, we should pursue stronger institutional means
of limiting the power and influence of those who are already privileged,
as well as reconsider the tax, regulatory, and spending policies that cre-
ated such massive disparities in the first place.

But the most important step will also be the most difficult. We need
to start having a serious conversation about what we should value, and
how we can recognise and reward the contributions of those who do
not command vast fortunes. While most people would agree that there
are many ways to contribute to society, and that excelling in one's cho-
sen vocation ought to be a source of individual satisfaction and the es-
teem of others, we have disregarded this principle, and are at risk of
forgetting it altogether. That, too, is a symptom of the problem.

The Centre had suggested

an amendment to the
Information Technology (IT) Act
2000. Under the amendment to the
Act, the Centre proposed to es-
tablish Fact Checking Units
(FCU) to identify fake news about
its activities, and it mandated
that intermediaries pull down
content identified as “misinfor-
mation” by the FCU, or else face
judicial proceedings. The pro-
posed amendment reveals the
continuous efforts of the gov-
ernment to control freedom of ex-
pression on digital platforms.

The judiciary, once again,
stepped in to protect freedom of
speech in digital media. The judge-
ment delivered by Justice Atul
Chandurkar of Bombay High
Court on 20 September, declared
the amendments unconstitu-
tional, primarily mentioning vi-
olations of fundamental rights
provided in Articles 14 and 19.

Human beings have an innate
interest in communicating with
others by listening and sharing
their views. Developments in
digital technology have provided
different avenues for people to ex-
press themselves and democra-
tised communication. Through
digital communication, one can
reach millions of people within
ashort period. But people are also
concerned that digital tools can
be used to manipulate opinions
clandestinely, which poses a
threat to democracy and indi-
vidual independence. Different
facets of communication and
restrictions on communication
have been an important topic of
research for ages in various
branches of knowledge.

One of the important theo-
ries is the democracy-based the-
ory. The theory says freedom of
speech is vital for both individ-
ual liberty and collective self-
governance. According to John
Rawls, a key advocate of this
view, restricting citizens’ speech
disrespects their status as free
and equal moral agents, who

Sri Lankans need a new debt deal

anil Wickremesinghe, Sri
RLanka’s president, recently
lost his re-election bid after
voters overwhelmingly rejected
the debt-restructuring deals he
negotiated with the International
Monetary Fund and other cred-
itors. Instead, Sri Lankans elected
Anura Kumara Dissanayake,
leader of the left-wing National
People’s Power alliance and a
vocal critic of IMF-imposed aus-
terity measures, who has vowed
to renegotiate the country’s agree-
ment with the Fund. In an effort
to persuade voters that his lead-
ership was crucial to resolving the
country’s ongoing debt crisis,
Wickremesinghe announced on
19 September - just two days be-
fore the presidential election —
that he had secured a debt-re-
structuring deal with interna-
tional private bondholders. If
Dissanayake is committed to
charting a new economic course,
his most pressing task will be to
renounce this deal.

SriLanka’s debt crisis, which
caused the country to default
on its foreign debt in 2022 and left
its economy in shambles, can
be attributed to gross economic
mismanagement under the cor-
rupt administration of former
President Gotabaya Rajapaksa.
Wickremesinghe, who became
interim president and had to
oversee the protracted restruc-
turing negotiations, was forced

have a moral right to debate and
decide the law for themselves.

Governments in different coun-
tries have created laws to handle
misuse of internet freedom. In
India, we have the IT Act, 2000,
which provides legal recogni-
tion for transactions carried out
by means of electronic data in-
terchange and other means of
electronic communication. One
of the relevant sections of the Act
that directly impacts internet
freedom is Section 66A. Section
66A of the IT Act made ita pun-
ishable offense for any person to
send offensive information using
a computer or any other elec-
tronic device. The provision also
made it punishable for a person
to send information they be-
lieved to be false. Such laws cre-
ated more apprehension in the
minds of the people about
whether the laws are protecting
or curbing freedom of speech.

According to Freedom House's
2023 report, there has been a
persistent decline in internet
freedom for 13 consecutive years,
with 29 countries experiencing
worsening conditions for on-
line human rights. Key metrics
used, in examining the inter-
net freedom, include internet
connectivity, social media re-
strictions, website blocks, and
content removal.

The report shows the deteri-

to accept onerous and humili-
ating conditions, including severe
austerity measures and cuts to
workers’ pensions, in exchange
for a $2.9 billion IMF loan.

During our visit to Sri Lanka in
July, we witnessed firsthand the
heavy toll the IMF programme
has taken on the country’s popu-
lation. One problem lies in the
Fund’s debt-sustainability analy-
sis, which served as the basis for
debt-restructuring negotiations
and set flawed and unrealistic tar-
gets. By now, it is abundantly clear
that the country cannot meet these
targets, yet ordinary Sri Lankans
continue to bear the costs of a
failed economic strategy.

As of March 2024, interna-
tional bondholders held roughly
$12.5 billion of Sri Lanka’s $34 bil-
lion in foreign debt. The deal
Wickremesinghe announced just
before the election proposes
swapping existing debt for new
bonds at alower value - thereby
imposing an immediate haircut
on creditors, although much
lower than required to restore
debt sustainability under sen-
sible assumptions — and intro-
duces a novel financial instru-
ment: macro-linked bonds.

This instrument, which would
require the Sri Lankan govern-
ment to share the gains from
above-target GDP growth with its
creditors, was initially presented
as a way to enhance debt sus-

orating internet freedom in
India too, despite the Constitution
guaranteeing every citizen the
right to freedom of speech and
expression. Section 66A was
partly responsible for this de-
cline in internet freedom. This
is where one remembers the
proactive role of the judiciary in
protecting internet freedom in
India. The Supreme Court played
an important role in this direc-
tion by giving a landmark judge-
ment in Shreya Singh vs. Union
of India (2015). This case re-
volves around the fundamental
right to freedom of speech and
expression guaranteed by the
Constitution. The controversy
relates to the arrest of two
Mumbai-based girls in 2012 who
faced charges under this section
for their critical Facebook posts
about a political bandh. The case
sparked widespread protests and
media attention, highlighting
the clash between digital ex-
pression and legal constraints.

Though the girls were released
after afew days, the arrest and the
case attracted public protest. Ten
criminal and civil writ petitions
were filed with Supreme Court.
The Supreme Court clubbed all
writs into a single PIL. The main
argument of the petitioners was
that Section 66A was unconsti-
tutional because it violated the
right to freedom of speech and ex-

tainability. In reality; its primary
purpose is to maximise pay-
ments to bondholders, offering
Sri Lanka no protections if eco-
nomic growth does not recover.
The proposed deal, which still
needs to be approved by the Fund
and the official creditors’ com-
mittee, would inflict unnecessary
pain on the people of Sri Lanka.
A draft of the proposed agree-
ment underscores the far-reach-
ing implications of Sri Lanka’s
debt-restructuring deal for other
financially distressed countries
seeking to restructure their ex-
ternal obligations. Hidden within
the text is a provision that allows
bondholders to “change the gov-
erning law” of the new securi-
ties to “English or Delaware law”
with approval of a supermajority
of bondholders, “if proposed by
holders of 20% of any particular
series of the new securities.”
Simply put, a small group of
bondholders could initiate a vote
to change the jurisdiction in
which legal disputes or future re-
structuring agreements are han-
dled. If a “supermajority” agrees,
creditors could change the legal
framework governing an out-
standing bond long after the
bond has been issued. (Tellingly,
Delaware is a tax haven.)
Instead of demanding much-
needed reform of global debt mar-
kets, Sri Lanka’s previous gov-
ernment effectively aligned itself

pression. The two-judge bench
of Justices Chelameswar and
Nariman struck down Section
66A in its entirety.

The Court discussed three
fundamental concepts in un-
derstanding freedom of ex-
pression: discussion, advocacy,
and incitement. It emphasised
that mere discussion or advocacy
of ideas, even if unpopular, is
protected, whereas only incite-
ment to violence or public dis-
order can justify restrictions.

Despite such a powerful judge-
ment that made Section 66A un-
constitutional, the government
continues its efforts to impose
some form of censorship on
digital communication through
the IT Act. In such situations, the
courts have played an impor-
tant role in maintaining a bal-
ance between freedom of ex-
pression, societal interests, and
democratic values.

However, one must remember
that open competition between the
government and the citizens can-
not be resolved by courts alone.
In such situations, we may need
tolook for solutions outside court-
rooms and corridors of power.
We may take cues from Gandhi’s
ideas on freedom of speech.
Mahatma Gandhi’s ideas on free-
dom of speech were shaped by his
commitment to non-violence and
social reform. He emphasised
the need for restraint and re-
sponsibility in exercising this
freedom. Gandhi placed the onus
on individuals to be responsible
when sharing their views.

I would like to end with a
sense of optimism about the fu-
ture by quoting the famous
Lebanese poet, Kahlil Gibran:

UP Police files 3,200-page charge-sheet

Hathras (UP), Oct 2: The police
here have filed a 3,200-page charge
sheet in a court in connection
with the stampede that occurred
during the Narayan Sakar Hari
“Bhole Baba” congregation July
2, which claimed 121 lives.

The police have named 11 in-
dividuals as accused, including
those responsible for securing the
event’s permit. The court has
set October 4 as the date for pro-
viding copies of the charge sheet
to the accused, defense lawyer AP
Singh said. A physical appear-
ance was made in court Tuesday
for the 10 accused, including
main organiser and fund raiser
of the event Dev Prakash
Madhukar, who were brought
from Aligarh District Jail to the
Hathras District Court, he said.

One of the accused, Manju
Yaday, is currently out on bail fol-
lowing orders from the Allahabad
High Court.

“The SIT probing the case has
filed the charge sheet. A separate

judicial inquiry into the matter
is ongoing,” Singh said.

A total of 121 people, mostly
women, died in the stampede
after a satsang of Surajpal alias
Bhole Baba alias Narayan Sakar
Hari July 2 in Fulrai village in
Hathras’ Sikandra Rao area.

Government agencies, in-
cluding police, have blamed the
organisers for mismanagement
at the event, noting the crowd size
exceeded to over 2.50 lakh from
the permitted 80,000, even though

Delhi Police seizes
cocaine, marijuana
worth <5,600cr

New Delhi, Oct 2: The Delhi
Police has made one of the
biggest drug busts ever seen in
the city, seizing over 560 kilo-
grams of cocaine and 40 Kilo-
grams of hydroponic marijuana
estimated to be worth around
%5,620 crore, officials said here.

They said a Delhi Police
Special Cell team nabbed four
people from South Delhi’s
Mahipalpur and confiscated the
consignment weighing over 602
kilograms.

Those arrested were identified
as Tushar Goyal (40), Himanshu
Kumar (27) and Aurangzeb
Siddiqui (23) of Delhi and Bharat
Kumar Jain (48) of Mumbai.

Additional Commissioner of
Police (Special Cell) PS Kushwah
said Goyal, aresident of a posh
locality in Vasant Vihar, is a
major distributor of narco sub-
stances in India for this inter-
national racket. The other three
are his associates.

Jain had come to Delhi to re-
ceive a consignment of 15 kg of
cocaine from Goyal when all
four of them were arrested out-
side a godown in Mahipalpur
October 1, Kushwah said.

Twenty-two cartons of banned
drugs were found in the godown,
he said, adding that 547 kg of co-
caine and more than 40 kg of hy-
droponic marijuana were in them.
“This is one of the biggest hauls
ever in Delhi,” Kushwah said.

“The approximate price of the
cocaine in the international mar-
ket is %10 crore per kg and the hy-
droponic marijuana is 350 lakh
perkg,” he said, adding that the
total estimated cost of the seized
drugs is ¥5,620 crore.

“We, the ‘padyatris’, find our-
selves in an alarming situation.

Naxals use diwali crackers for attacks on CRPF camps

New Delhi, Oct 2: Diwali crack-
ers and incense sticks are the
new improvised tools used by
Maoists to attack security forces’
camps in remote areas in vari-
ous Left wing extremism-affected
regions of the country, accord-
ing to official sources.

This unique modus operandi
of using incense sticks to burst
crackers and “divert attention”
of the camp troops to launch a
swift rocket and gun fire attack
was prominently noticed around
the Pusuguppa camp of the
Central Reserve Police Force
(CRPF) in Kothagudem district
of Telangana September 25, the
sources told PTI.

A senior officer undertaking
anti-Naxal operations said, on
that day around 6.30 pm as dark-
ness started descending, the
troops at the camp along the
Telangana-Chhattisgarh border
were alerted with sounds of
blasts and subsequent emanat-

ing smoke just about 200 m from
the boundary of their base.

As the CRPF personnel took
positions thinking it to be an at-
tack by Naxals in the thickly
forested area, soon the air was
filled by staccato of gunfire and
blasts by improvised rockets or
barrel grenade launchers (BGLs)
from the hiding Maoist groups,
the officer said.

as evidence was gathered by the
troops and the bomb disposal
teams,” the first officer quoted
above said.

The incense sticks, according
to anti-LWE operations experts,
are being used as “timers” by
the Naxals as they fire these
near the crackers and take secure
positions near the security camps
by the time the crackers explode,
he said.

The Maoists are trying to trick
the troops through this modus
operandi as they aim to confuse
them with blasts and gun fire
in the dark. They want to draw
the troops out from the camps,
the officer said.

Experts say as the Naxals are
not in a position to undertake a
face-to-face gun battle, they are
relying in these “proxy” attack
techniques including usage of
improvised explosive devices
(IEDs) beneath or near the tracks
to wreak life taking attacks on
the troops.

Ladakhis were allowed to go
Tuesday night but they were
adamant to march towards the
central part of Delhi, therefore,
they were detained again, a sen-
ior police officer told PTI.

The ‘padyatris’, who started
from Leh September 1, marched
all the way, except upon entering
poll bound Haryana where they
boarded buses. They were de-
tained at Delhi’s Singhu border
Monday night and taken to dif-
ferent police stations, where
they started an indefinite fast.

The march was organised by
the Leh Apex Body (LAB), which
along with the Kargil Democratic
Alliance (KDA), has been spear-
heading an agitation for the past
four years to demand statehood
for Ladakh, seek its inclusion
under the Sixth Schedule of the
Constitution, early recruitment
process along with a public serv-
ice commission for Ladakh and
separate Lok Sabha seats for
Leh and Kargil districts.

New Delhi, Oct 2: Scientists
have detected the gases carbon
dioxide and hydrogen peroxide
on Pluto’s largest moon, ‘Charon’,
which they said could help un-
derstand how icy bodies origi-
nated and evolved in the outer
Solar System.

Kuiper belt region beyond the
planet Neptune, was thought to
cross with those of other ob-
jects.

Pakistan reports 26
polio cases this yr

Islamabad, Oct 2: Pakistan has
reported 26 polio cases this year
with two fresh cases of the
crippling disease being detected
in the Sindh province, authori-
ties said Wednesday.

The latest cases were
confirmed in the Karachi East
and Sujawal districts of the
province, jolting the country’s ef-
forts to eradicate the poliovirus.

“This is the first case of the
year from Karachi East and
Sujawal where environmental
samples have shown the pres-
ence of poliovirus in recent
months, indicating that it is cir-
culating in communities and
posing a terrible risk to the well-
being of children,” said a state-
ment by the Regional Reference
Laboratory for Polio Eradication
at the National Institute of Health.
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Prime Minister's Focal Person
for Polio Eradication Ayesha
Raza Farooq termed the new
cases as “heartbreaking” for the
Pakistani children who were
still being threatened by an eas-
ily preventable disease.

“There is no cure for polio,”
she said, asserting that repeated
vaccination can keep children
protected from the paralytic ef-
fects of the “horrible”disease.

She urged parents, community
leaders and teachers to take im-

mediate steps to get all children -

in their care vaccinated.

“No child anywhere is safe
until all children in Pakistan
are repeatedly vaccinated for
polio, building a wall of protec-
tion so the virus cannot break
through,” she said.

Sacramento, Oct 2: California
wants to help end the everyday
household debate over whether
the food stored in the fridge with
labels like “sell by” or “best be-
fore” is still good to eat, as it has
enacted anew law to crack down
on such practices —a move that
would help consumers stop play-
ing guessing games with pro-
duce and reduce food waste.
According to areport by The
Associated Press, these labels
are misleading because they

have no universal meaning under
the current laws.

The state is the first to ban
food labels such as “sell by” or
“best before” under a law signed
by Governor Gavin Newsom.
The legislation signed by
Newsom over the weekend aims
at reducing both food waste and
the state’s climate-warming emis-
sions.

There are more than 50 dif-
ferent date labels on packaged
food sold in stores, but the in-
formation is largely unregulated
and does not relate to food safety.
“Sell by” dates, for example, often
act as a guide for stores to pull
products from the shelf and not
as an indicator of whether the
product is still safe to consume.

With no federal regulations
dictating what information these
labels should include, the stamps
have led to consumer confusion
— and nearly 20 per cent of the
nation’s food waste, according to
the Food and Drug
Administration. In California,
that’s about 6 million tonnes of
unexpired food that’s tossed in
the trash every year.

“Having to wonder whether

that we all have struggled wi
said Democratic Assembly mem-
ber Jacqui Irwin, author of the
Bill.

The new law “is amonumental
step to keep money in the pockets
of consumers while helping the
environment and the planet,” she
added in her statement.

The law is set to take effect
in July 2026, establishing a new
standard for food labeling in
California. It will require the
use of “Best if Used By” label to

signal peak quality and “Use
By” label for product safety, an
approach recommended by fed-
eral agencies. The law provides
exemption for eggs, beer and
other malt beverages.

The California law comes as
similar efforts around the coun-
try remain halted at the federal
level. State lawmakers and ad-
vocates said they also spent the
last decade trying to pass legis-
lation to reduce food labeling
confusion and cut down on food

waste. A similar measure died be-
fore reaching the Governor’s
desk in 2016. Then-Governor
Jerry Brown also signed a Bill
in 2017 to establish voluntary
uniform-labeling protocol but
few companies ended up fol-
lowing the honour system.

“Widespread implementation
that was basically committed to
by industry wasn’t happening,”
said Erica Parker with
Californians Against Waste,
who sponsored the Bill. “Food
waste rates are not decreasing,
they’re increasing,” Parker
added.

Supporters hope the legisla-
tion could pave the way for new
food labeling standards in US,
though it’s not immediately
clear if the new law and the
massive California market will
push companies to standardise
food labelling for all products in
the country.

“California has such a large
market share that we do think
this will push manufacturers,”
said Nina Sevilla with Natural
Resources Defense Council, who
also sponsored the Bill. “The
hope is that California serves as
a model either for other states

or ultimately to push action at
the federal level.”

Shopper Jasmine Acosta, 23,
said she believes most people
don’t understand the current
language used on food labels.

“It’s confusing to most con-
sumers,” Acosta told AP as she
shopped Tuesday at a Smart &
Final store in Los Angeles.

She used to work at a small
grocery store, so she’s devel-
oped the habit of examining
her meat purchases for smell
or discoloration before using
the food. A sell-by date helps
the grocer adhere to a “first in
first out” method for its products
and get ready for the next ship-
ment arrival, but doesn’t mean
the food has gone bad, accord-
ing to Acosta.

While shopping Tuesday, she
picked up a pack of meat that
said “use or freeze by” -- phras-
ing that she believes is rela-
tively clear compared to other
language but could still be con-
fusing. “It would obviously help
everybody try to be on the same
spectrum and make sure every-
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thing’s able to be used by the con-—

sumers, or if not it’s just a waste
of money,” Acosta said.

Govt mulls scheme for
‘made in India’ label

New Delhi, Oct 2: The gov-
ernment is discussing a pro-
posal to formulate a scheme for
the ‘made in India’ label with a
view to promote brand India in
the global markets, an official
said.

The official said that a high-
level committee is examining
the details of the scheme.

The objective is to create a
strong brand identity for India,
similar to how ‘made in Japan’
or ‘made in Switzerland’ evokes
about specific images and
qualities.

“That we want for India also,”
the official said, adding for in-
stance, “When we think of

Switzerland, we often think of
their watches, chocolates, and
banking systems.”

“We are having discussions
on how we can do that. Do we
make this scheme for specific
sectors like textiles, where we
have strength in that. So we are
looking into such things,” the
official added.

According to experts, quality

consciousness is key to promote -

Brand India.

The government at present
has India Brand Equity
Foundation (IBEF) to promote
and create international aware-
ness about the ‘made in India’
label in overseas markets and
to facilitate dissemination of
knowledge of Indian products
and services. It is a trust estab-
lished by the Department of
Commerce.

Think tank Global Trade
Research Initiative (GTRI) sug-
gested that India’s branding
strategy should focus on three pil-

lars -- brand high quality prod- ~

ucts; improve product quality
for less than best products, do not
focus on branding; and actions
to improve product quality.
“India can take several ac-
tions to naturally improve its
branding. Consistent product
quality and reliability should
be a priority. For instance, the
Indian pharmaceutical indus-
try has gained global trust
through its production of high-
quality generic drugs. To pro-
tect this reputation, India must
enforce strict actions against
substandard suppliers,” GTRI
Founder Ajay Srivastava said.

Rajan against excluding food inflation

while setting benchmark interest rates

New Delhi, Oct 2: Amid sug-
gestions for excluding food in-
flation while setting benchmark
interest rates, former RBI
Governor Raghuram Rajan has
said that he is against excluding
food prices from headline infla-
tion, as it would erode the ‘great
faith’ of people in the central
bank, which has been mandated
by the government to keep in-
flation in check.

Rajan further said it is best that
inflation target a basket which
is what the consumer consumes
because that affects the con-
sumers perception of inflation
and ultimately inflationary ex-
pectations.

“When I came into office, we
were still targeting PPI (pro-
ducer price index). Now that has
no bearing to what the average
consumer faces. So, when the
RBI says inflation is low, look at
PPI, but if the consumer is fac-
ing something very different,
then they do not really believe that
inflation is down,” he told PTI.

Rajan was responding to a
question on suggestions made in
the Economic Survey 2023-24 for
excluding food inflation while
setting benchmark interest rates.

“So, if you leave out some of
the most important parts of in-
flation and tell them, inflation is

under control, but food prices
are going to the roof or some-
thing else is going up, which is
not included in the inflation bas-
ket, then you know, they would
not have great faith in the Reserve
Bank,” he said.

Chief Economic Advisor V
Anantha Nageswaran in the
Economic Survey 2023-24 had
pitched for excluding food in-
flation from the rate setting calls,
saying that the monetary pol-
icy hasno bearing on the prices
of food items, which are dic-
tated by supply side pressures.

Rajan, who is currently a pro-
fessor of finance at US-based
Chicago Booth, said the argument
against excluding food inflation
is that ‘you cannot affect it’.

“You cannot affect food prices
in the short run, but if food
prices stay high for a long time
that does imply there are con-
straints on producing food rel-

ative to the demand, which means
to balance that you have to bring
down inflation in other areas,
which is what the central banks
can do,” the eminent
economist said.

According to Rajan, the RBI
can target the aggregate
price level.

The weightage of food in the
overall consumer price infla-
tion, which stands at 46 per cent
currently, was done in 2011-12,
and needs to be revisited.

India introduced the inflation-
targeting framework in 2016
under which the Reserve Bank
of India (RBI) is mandated to
keep retail inflation at 4 per cent,
with a margin of 2 per cent on
either side.

The benchmark policy rates
are decided bi-monthly by the RBI
on the basis of movement in
consumer price index, which
includes food, fuel, manufac-
tured goods and select services.

The RBI projects retail inflation
for 2024-25 at 4.5 per cent, lower
than 5.4 per cent in the last fiscal.

lowing two positive steroid tests.

Alcaraz wasted a 52 1lead in the
first set and also let Sinner get
back in the third after leading 4-
2 before eventually edging it out
after also falling behind 3-0 in the
final-set tiebreaker.

Sinner and Alcaraz have ac-
counted for all four Grand Slam
titles this year between them —
evenly split at two each: Sinner
won the Australian Open and
the US Open while Alcaraz won
the French Open and Wimbledon.

Alcaraz improved to 6-4 in his
career against Sinner after their
10th meeting in what has be-
come tennis’ top rivalry follow-
ing the 60 matches between Rafael
Nadal and Novak Djokovic.
